The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, May 12, 2008  in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street. This meeting was initially scheduled by resolution due to primary elections being held on May 6, 2008 in the Municipal Building.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7 p.m. A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

Mayor Ellington recessed the regular meeting at 7:07 p.m. and opened the scheduled Public Hearings.

7-a 
Public Hearing-Resolution of Support of Legislative Delegation Sponsorship to Revise and Consolidate Town of Angier Charter-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified by advertisement in the Angier Independent that a public hearing will be held concerning the Town of Angier’s intent to request that the Town’s Charter be revised and consolidated during the 2007 N.C. legislative session.

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that by resolution, the Town of Angier  is requesting that Representative David Lewis present an Act to Revise and Consolidate the Town of Angier Charter during the 2008 N.C. Legislative session.  He added that the Town’s Charter has not been revised in its entirety since 1975.

Mayor Ellington asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the Resolution of Support of Legislative Delegation sponsorship to revise and consolidate the Town of Angier Charter.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:09 p.m.

7-b.
Public Hearing-Repeal and Revision of Chapter 9 (Licenses and Miscellaneous Business Regulations and Repeal of Chapter 10, Article VII (Taxicabs)-.Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified that a public hearing will be held regarding the repeal and revision of Chapter 9 (Licenses and Miscellaneous Business Regulations) of the Angier Town Code.  She added that the revision includes regulations and fees pertaining to Itinerant Merchants, Solicitors and Peddlers within the corporate limits of Angier.  She also stated that Chapter 10, Article VII (Taxicabs) will be repealed and replaced by inclusion into Chapter 9, Article IV (Taxicabs), which includes updated permit requirements and regulations for taxicabs within the corporate limits of Angier.  She added that regulations for poolrooms and bowling alleys have also been updated in the ordinance.

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Price who stated that a great deal of time, effort and energy has been given in preparation of this ordinance due to the Board’s interest in safety concerns as well as the receipt of numerous complaints concerning such sales within the corporate limits.  He stated that the entire chapter has been revised due to re-codification of the Angier Town Code. He added that the ordinance would be effective immediately upon adoption; however, a grace period will be given until midnight on June 30, 2008 in order to educate and inform the public of the new regulations which include a privilege license fee, permit and bond requirement for itinerant merchants, peddlers and solicitors.  He stated that a revision of the taxicab and poolroom and bowling alley text was also included in this chapter revision.
Town Manager Price advised the Board that new fees for itinerant merchants and peddlers would be presented with the FY 2008-2009 Budget at the June meeting.

Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing regarding repeal and revision of Chapter 9 (Licenses and Miscellaneous Business Regulations and Repeal of Chapter 10, Article VII (Taxicabs) at 7:12 p.m.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against same.  Hearing none, he closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:13 p.m.
7-c-Public Hearing-Repeal and Revision of Chapter 11 (Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions)-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that public has been duly notified  that a public hearing will be held regarding repeal and revision of Chapter 11 (Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions) of the Angier Town Code.  She added that the revision includes regulations for yard sales whereby a permit will be required; however, there are no fees associated with the permit and regulations have been added pertaining to hazardous recreational activities.
Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Price who reviewed the revisions regarding Chapter 11 of the Town Code.  He stated that due to the new skateboard facility, an ordinance was added to regulate that the participants wear safety gear while participating at the facility.  He added that participants or their guardian if under age eighteen will be required to sign a waiver of liability and will be given a decal when they sign up at Town Hall.  
Commissioner Billy Surles asked what method would be used to monitor the skateboard facility.  Town Manager Price stated that park staff as well as the police officers would be monitoring the facility and as with any new facility, citizens would need to be educated with regard to regulations and the main goal of the Town would be to put regulations in place that would result in safety while use of the facility.
Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing and asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the repeal and revision of Chapter 11 of the Town Code (Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions at 7:14 p.m. Hearing none, he closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:15 p.m.
7-d.-Public Hearing-Ordinance Directing the Code Enforcement Officer to Remove or Demolish the property located at 94 South Cross Street.  Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified that a public hearing will be held regarding an Ordinance to Remove or Demolish the structure located at 94 South Cross Street.
Mayor Ellington yielded to Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill who stated that this case began in June, 2000, when an inspector responded to an abandoned structure complaint and has continued through the present time.  He stated that the owner was given the opportunity to conduct repairs and obtained a permit and by January 2006, it was noted that the work was still not completed and the house continued to deteriorate.  He also stated that on May 23, 2006, Mr. John Ganus, contracted inspector from Benchmark, was asked to review the case and conduct an investigation into the status of the renovations.  

He added that in August, 2006, a complete inspection was conducted with the owner present and on October 19, 2006, a hearing was held to determine the fitness for human habitation of the dwelling at 94 Cross Street.  Mr. Hill stated that the owner attended the hearing and had previously acknowledged receipt of the Certified and First Class mailings of the hearing notice.  He stated that following the hearing, a Findings of Facts and Order was issues by Certified and First Class Mail, with receipt acknowledged by the owner.  
Mr. Hill stated that the Order required the owner to bring the house into compliance with the Town of Angier Minimum Housing Code by repairing, altering, improving, or vacating and closing the deteriorated structure by a date no later than January 7, 2007.  He stated that in January, 2007, Mrs. Murchison purchased a building permit only and a requested an inspection and when the inspector went to the house, a car jack was under the house to repair the piers and no further work has been done to the house since that time.
Mr. Hill stated that in April, 2007, a notice was sent to Mrs. Murchison informing her that an Ordinance Directing the Housing Inspector to Close the Property would be considered by the Town Board of Commissioners. He informed the Town Board that the house was closed on May 1, 2007 and a bid package was sent out based on the ordinance, the house was boarded up and closed.  He stated that upon his hire on December 3, 2007 until February 20, 2008, he saw no activity of restoration at 94 South Cross Street. He added that as of May 1, 2008, the dwelling has been closed for a time period of one year and to date, the owner has not complied with the Order of the Governing Body representative.

Mr. Hill stated that on March 17, 2008, he went by the house and the front door was left open and the OSB had been taken off of the door, a rear window was open and the OSB had been removed and lights were on in the house.  He further stated that he went to the door when he noticed construction debris and a truck in front of the house.  He said that upon entering the house, there was no one inside the house and there had been no repairs done to the house when comparing to photos taken by Mr. Ganus during his previous inspections.
Mr. Hill stated that he sent a certified letter to Mrs. Murchison advising her that of the intent to demolish and requested a re-inspection of the house.  He added that Mrs. Murchison signed for the certified letter.  He added that at a later date, he telephoned Mrs. Murchison and asked why she did not call for a re-inspection and Mrs. Murchison responded that she did not receive the letter but said she would call last week and set up a re-inspection and to date he has not heard from Mrs. Murchison regarding the property.   
 He added that on May 1, 2007, the Town of Angier adopted an ordinance directing the Housing Inspector to close the property and directed that a notice be placed thereon that same was unfit for human habitation and could not be occupied.  
Mr. Hill stated that as the property has deteriorated further and very little has been done since the last inspection by Mr. Ganus.  He further stated that Mrs. Murchison did call and request an extension and he advised her that she would need to address the Town Board with her request.
Mayor Ellington asked Mr. Hill if the ordinance addressed the actual time frame given to Mrs. Murchison to bring the house to code under the Minimum Housing Code.

Mr. Hill stated that from documentation in the Code Enforcement Office, several inspectors including Mike Blackmon have inspected the house and the process has been ongoing since 2000 with an ordinance directing the housing inspector to close the property and directing that a notice be place thereon that same was unfit for human habitation and could not be occupied on May 1, 2007. He further stated that upon his hire in December, 2007, he inherited the case and it was being forwarded to the Town Board at this time for consideration.  He added that as of May 1, 2008, the dwelling has been closed for a time period of one year.  
Commissioner Surles asked if Mrs. Murchison was notified at the Hearing on October 19, 2006 that demolition proceedings would begin if the house was not in conformance with the Minimum Housing Code.  

Mr. Hill stated that on October 23, 2006, the Findings of Fact were issued to Mrs. Murchison by Certified and First Class Mail, with receipt acknowledged by Mrs. Murchison.  He added that the Findings of Fact gave her one year from that date that the house was boarded up and closed to bring the house into compliance with the Minimum Housing Code.

Mr. Hill stated that Mrs. Murchison came into the office and applied for a second permit and at that time, she was advised that she would need to get all of the trades with the permit and she said she was going to act as her own contractor but she never came back into the office to purchase the permit.

Commissioner Surles asked Mr. Hill if he could estimate the cost it would require to repair the house.

Mr. Hill responded that it would cost much more than what the house is worth.  He distributed pictures of the house to the Town Board and said the house had deteriorated even further since the pictures were taken and blue tarp is on the house which has almost blown off of it. (Clerk’s note:  The pictures are filed in the Code Enforcement Officer’s office).
Commissioner Carney asked if was custom of the Town to notify homeowners to make them aware that their property is beyond repair.
Mr. Hill stated that when a house is classified as dilapidated, if the house is not repaired after a period of time, it must be torn down; however, Mr. Ganus classified the house at 94 Cross Street as deteriorated, which means that it would cost less than fifty-percent of the value of the house and gave her an opportunity to repair it.  He added that from his hire in December, 2007 until now, he has seen no evidence of an attempt to repair the house.  
Mr. Hill stated that Mrs. Murchison had attempted to get a contractor or someone to repair the house by evidence of construction debris and a truck in the yard; however, he had to close it down because Mrs. Murchison had not obtained any permits.

Commissioner Carney asked if the difference between deteriorated and dilapidated is made very clear to the homeowner and if it is specified in the letter sent to the homeowner.
Mr. Hill responded that the findings are given to the homeowner during the hearing; however, he could not say what transpired during that particular hearing since Mr. Ganus was the officer who conducted it.  He added that all of the letters sent to Mrs. Murchison were filed in his office, along with verification that the letters were received by her.  He stated that inspectors do not sit down and explain every detail of the findings; however, the findings are obvious that it would cost more money to repair than the house is valued.
Mayor Ellington stated that once a person obtains a permit, the permit will lapse after a period of time, which is what has happened with this particular property.

Mr. Hill stated that Mayor Ellington’s statement was correct.  He further stated that after the permit was issue, work was done to repair the piers underneath the house and work stopped with no further work being done to date.  He added that the permit lapses after one year.  He stated that an inspection was not called for during that year.

Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing at 7:39 p.m. in reference to an Ordinance to Remove or Demolish 94 South Cross Street and asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the Ordinance.
Ms. Jannie Kornegay, a resident of 74 South Cross Street, which is located next door to 94 South Cross Street.  She stated that the house located at 94 South Cross Street is a drug house, hangout house, used for prostitution and a place for the street people to do their thing.  She added that the house was an eyesore to the entire street.  She distributed pictures of the house to the Town Board

Ms. Kornegay stated that the trees on the lot have grown up into the light wires.

Commissioner Surles asked if people were actually living in the house.

Ms. Kornegay responded no, that people were just hanging out at the house doing their drugs and prostitution there because it is an abandoned house.  

Mayor Ellington asked if people had access to get inside the house.

Ms. Kornegay responded that there was no access to get inside the house since it was boarded up, but people hang around the house. She distributed pictures of the house to the Town Board.  (Clerk’s note:  The pictures are on file in the Code Enforcement Officer’s office)

Mayor Ellington asked if anyone else would like to come forward.

Mrs. Margaret Murchison, owner of the house located at 94 South Cross Street, stated that she resides on the other side of the house and the statements made by Ms. Kornegay were untrue.  She further stated that there have been no drugs, prostitution or anyone in and out of the house to her knowledge.  She stated that she did get a permit and the piers passed inspection.
Mayor Ellington asked if she had a copy of the inspection and Ms. Murchison stated that she does not have a copy of the inspection in her possession; however, the inspector should have a copy on file.

Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill stated that there would not be a copy of an inspection done solely on the foundation and according to Mr. Ganus’ notes, there was work being done on the piers but Mr. Ganus was not the Building Inspector and there was no record of an inspection having been completed in Mr. Ganus’ records.

Mrs. Murchison said that Mr. Ganus did not do the inspection and the inspection was done by someone else.

The Town Board reviewed the pictures which were taken approximately two years ago, in 2006.  
Mayor Ellington asked Mrs. Murchison if the house had deteriorated worse than represented in the pictures.

Mrs. Murchison stated that she had not seen the pictures.  After viewing the pictures and being questioned concerning the tarp on the house, Mrs. Murchison stated that tarp was on the house because the house had not been inspected and they could not put the last shingles on it until it was inspected because some wood underneath must be replaced because of rot.   She added that tar paper was underneath the tarp.
Commissioner Surles asked Mrs. Murchison if she has had a professional contractor give an estimate of the necessary repairs to bring the house to code.  He told Mrs. Murchison that he was concerned that she was throwing out to bat to try to bring this house to code. 
Mrs. Murchison responded that they were in the process of obtaining estimates in March and she was to purchase new permits.  She stated that the contractor asked her to request additional time because at that time, there was only about four weeks before the meeting of the Town Board.
Commissioner Surles stated that the contractor has already had twenty months and asked Mrs. Murchison what the contractor could get done in a few weeks.

Mrs. Murchison stated that the contractor was not aware of the history but advised her that he could get the work done if she was given an extension of two months.
Commissioner Carney asked Mrs. Murchison if she was prepared to obtain the permits as requested by her contractor.

Mrs. Murchison responded that she was certain she could have the house up to code because when she came to Town Hall to purchase the permits, the Code Enforcement Officer advised her that the extension would be denied and if done without permits, the house would be demolished.  

Commissioner Surles asked Mrs. Murchison if she did not consider it her responsibility to keep the grass cut in order to eliminate the possibility of rodents on the lot.

Mrs. Murchison responded that she does keep the weeds and yard cut.

Mayor Ellington started that from viewing the pictures, the yard has not been kept clean of weeds and debris.

Mrs. Murchison stated that because of recent rains, the yard probably needs cutting now, but they keep the yard cut.

Commissioner Surles stated that an extension of two months time was one thing, but advised Mrs. Murchison that the weeds and grass still need to be kept cut because if he lived beside the property, he would not be happy.

Commissioner Honeycutt stated that he thought the lot would be worth more without the house.

Mrs. Murchison asked for an extension of two months.

Commissioner Honeycutt responded that in the event the house is not in conformity with the code in two months and a great deal of money is put into the house and the house has not been completed, it would be torn down by the town and her money would be obsolete.  He added that the house would be torn down in two months if she was provided with an extension.

After discussion regarding the extension and expense of bringing the house up to code with a possible hardship being created for Mrs. Murchison, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:58 p.m.

7-e
Public Hearing-Code Amendments-Resolution to Remove or Demolish Structure located at 407 West Lillington Street-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified that a public hearing will be held regarding an Ordinance to Remove or Demolish Structure located at 407 West Lillington Street by advertisement in the Angier Independent on April 29, 2008 and May 6, 2008.  She added that upon adoption of the ordinance, the Code Enforcement Officer will be authorized to have the structure removed and all costs incurred will be a lien against the property.

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public had been duly notified by advertisement in the Angier Independent on April 29, 2008 and May 6, 2008 that a public hearing would be held regarding a Resolution to Remove or Demolish Structure located at 407 West Lillington Street.
Mayor Ellington yielded to Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill who stated that this case began June 9, 2006 and Mr. Ganus requested an inspection of the property.  He further stated that Mr. Ganus sent notice of a Hearing Date and Time and no one appeared at the hearing.  He added that after the hearing, a Findings of Fact and Order was sent by certified to Hervey Holloway, Jr. with the address listed as 701 E. 105 Street, Los Angeles, California.  

Mr. Hill stated that at the time the Findings of Fact and Order was sent, the house was vacant and the lot was trashed.  He further stated that some work was done on the house when inspected on January 26, 2007 and on February 6, 2007, work had not been completed on the house and the yard was still full of trash and debris.  He stated that Mr. Holloway had paid someone to clean the lot; however, it had not been cleaned upon inspection.
Mr. Hill stated that on April 23, 2007, a letter was sent to Mr. Holloway advising him that an Ordinance Directing the Housing Inspector to Close the Property located at 407 W. Lillington Street and Mr. Holloway responded by saying that he would be contacting a contractor to clean the property and close the house himself.

Mr. Hill informed the Town Board that an Ordinance Directing the Housing Inspector to Close the Property located at 407 W. Lillington Street was adopted by the Board of Commissioners at their meeting held on May 1, 2007.  He added that five bids were sent out and the house was closed and boarded up.  

Mr. Hill stated that on February 20, 2008, he filed a lien against the property to recover the cost of boarding up the house.  He further stated that when he contacted the Holloways, Mrs. Holloway advised that she had paid to have the lot cleaned and the Town had no interest in the property.  Mr. Hill stated that he advised Mrs. Holloway that the contractor failed to the job and the Town had boarded the house.  

Mr. Hill stated that on March 3, 2008, he received a telephone call from Mrs. Holloway’s contractor who advised that he had paid $60 to have the lot clean and the house boarded up and the contractor failed to do the work.  Mr. Hill informed the Board that the Town paid $1400 to get the work done and there was approximately three tons of trash removed from the property.

Mr. Hill stated that on April 22, 2008, he called Mrs. Connor, the real estate agent who listed the house for sale and left a message that he had sent Mr. Holloway certified mail in reference to a re-inspection and had not received a response from Mr. Holloway.  He further stated that Mrs. Connor returned his call and said that she had consulted with Mr. Holloway and she would give him access into the house to do the re-inspection.
Mr. Hill stated that upon entering the house, he found the house unfit for human habitation and there were many code violations.  He added that upon inspection, he could not determine that very much had been done to satisfy the Findings of Fact as initially reported to the Holloways.  other than they had closed in a porch and boards were laid flat with OSB on top, covered with shingles, the walls pushing out and sagging,  trash and water underneath the house, electrical wires lying on the ground, spliced electrical wiring outside the house with electrical tape wrapped and exposed to the elements.  Mr. Hill added that there was a shed outside the house with rot and tin covered and the only good feature on the house was vinyl siding, which would still not bring the house to meet code.
Mr. Hill stated that by certified and first class mail, he sent a letter and notification of tonight’s meeting whereby the Ordinance to Remove or Demolish would be considered by the Town Board and he has not received either letter back by return mail; so he assumes that Mr. Holloway received the mail.  He further stated that Mrs. Connor, the real estate agent advised him that the Holloways are not taking the consideration by the Town Board seriously and that the Holloways do not believe that the Town will take the house down.  
Mr. Hill stated that he tried to telephone the Holloways prior to the meeting and to date, he has not had any response from them.

Town Manager Price asked Code Enforcement Officer Hill if he could distribute pictures of the property located at 407 W. Lillington Street to the Town Board for review.  Mr. Hill stated that the pictures distributed were two different time frames.   (Clerk’s Note:  The pictures are located in the Code Enforcement Officer’s office)

Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing and asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against an Ordinance Directing the Code Enforcement Officer to Remove or Demolish the Property located at 407 W. Lillington Street at 8:15 p.m.  
With no one addressing the Board to speak for or against the Ordinance Directing the Code Enforcement Officer to Remove or Demolish the Property located at 407 W. Lillington Street, the public hearing was declared closed at 8:16 p.m. and reconvened the regular meeting.

8a-
Temporary Road Closure-Bike Fest-Mayor Ellington recognized Angier Chamber of Commerce Executive Director Jamie Strickland  who requested to address the Board regarding a request by the Chamber to temporarily close SR 1594 (East Broad Street) from North Williams Street to NC 210 (East Depot Street) from 7:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. on June 7, 2008 for safety purposes.  

Ms. Strickland distributed a map of the requested road closure and a sheet of facts concerning Bike Fest to the Town Board.  She stated that the Angier Bike Fest is the fastest growing motorcycle event in the Southeast with over 5,000 in attendance in 2007.  She added that the event has grown from a side event to the largest stand-alone family biking event in the state.

Resolution Declaring Certain Real Property of the Town to be Surplus and Authorizing the Disposition of Said Property Through Sealed Bids, Pursuant to NCGS 160Ab -268-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified that a public hearing will be held regarding adoption of a Resolution Declaring Certain Real Property of the Town to be Surplus and Authorizing the Disposition of Said Property Through Sealed Bids Pursuant to NCGS 160A-268.  
Mayor Ellington asked Mrs. Valley to read the Resolution and yielded to Town Manager Price for explanation.

Town Manager Price stated that the property was an approximately .326 acre parcel located near 350 South Raleigh Street (Parcel PIN#0673-67-9894).  He added that the parcel was a former well site for the Town and was no longer in use by the Town; therefore, his recommendation was that the Town Board declares the property surplus.

He further stated that the property was appraised in the amount of $28,000.00 and his recommendation to the Board was that the minimum starting bid be set in the amount of $30,000.00.  He added that sealed bids would be accepted until opened at 10:00 a.m. on June 20, 2008; however, the Angier Town Board reserves the right to reject any and all bids. Town Manager Coley Price explained that since the Town Code is in the process of re-codification, the entire chapter has been revised and rewritten to include updated privilege license regulations, updated ordinance pertaining to itinerant merchants, solicitors and peddlers, an updated ordinance pertaining to taxicabs, which also requires repeal of Chapter 10, Article VII adopted in January, 2004, as well as an updated ordinance pertaining to pool rooms and bowling alleys which are included within the text of this chapter.
Town Manager Price stated that the ordinances are effective immediately upon adoption; however a grace period will be allowed to educate and inform the public of the ordinance pertaining to Itinerant Merchants, Solicitors, and Peddlers until midnight on June 30, 2008 and during the grace period, one warning per violation of the ordinance will be issued.  He added that the ordinance will be in full effect and enforced on July 1, 2008.

Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that as a result of the ordinance pertaining to Itinerant Merchants, Solicitors, Peddlers and Taxicabs, an amended fee schedule relating to permit and privilege license fees will be presented with the FY 2008-09 Budget.

Town Manager Coley Price explained that as part of the re-codification process, Chapter 11 has been rewritten and revised to provide an update of ordinances pertaining to offenses and miscellaneous provisions.  He added that specifically, an ordinance to regulate yard sales has been included in this chapter and although there will not be any fees associated with issuance of a yard sale permit, a citizen must complete an application to be filed with the Code Enforcement Officer prior to holding such sale.  He added that the purpose of completion of a permit application is to provide enforcement of the town ordinances and not intended to restrict the average citizen from disposing of personal items that belong to him/her up to three (3) times per year.  
Town Manager Price stated that with the completion of the skateboard park, a Hazardous Recreational Activities Ordinance has been added to Chapter 11.  He further stated that this ordinance would facilitate enforcement of safety regulations at the facility.  He added that there was no fee for the use of the skateboard park; however, upon completion of a waiver by the parent/guardian of children under age 18, a pass and helmet decal would be issued to those who wish to participate in skateboarding at the facility.

Ordinance to Remove or Demolish 94 Cross Street-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that an Ordinance Directing the Code Enforcement Officer to Remove or Demolish the property located at 94 Cross Street.  She added that the public hearing was held this evening and if the ordinance is adopted by the Town Board, the Code Enforcement Officer will be authorized to remove or demolish the structure in accordance with the Town of Angier Minimum Housing Code Section 5-28 and NCGS 160A-443.
Mayor Ellington asked the Town Board if they had further questions or would like to add comments.
Commissioner Carney stated that the purpose in code enforcement procedures was to clean our Town and to ensure that the Code Enforcement Officer does this as soon as possible.  He added that it was never the intent of this Board to tear down someone’s property if the owner is willing to make repairs.  He stated that with reviewing all of the attempts made to encourage Mrs. Murchison to bring the house to meet minimum housing code standards and then Mrs. Murchison seems to have attempted at the ninth or tenth hour to get something done, which goes back to the original request to get the repairs done to the house.

Commissioner Carney suggested that the Town Board grant Mrs. Murchison her request for an additional two months and if after the sixty days, if the house does not meet the Minimum Housing Code, the house should be demolished.

Commissioner Surles told Mrs. Murchison that he was not  completely callus to her request if he knew that bringing it to acceptable standards would be done in sixty days but at the same time, his heart goes out to Mrs. Kornegay who addressed the Board regarding the condition of the property next door to her home as far as questionable activity on the premise and the overgrowth of weeds on the property which has been in this condition since the year 2000 according to documentation.  He stated that the Town has penalized Mrs. Kornegay who is living next to this property for the past eight years.  He added that after the sixty days, if Mrs. Murchison has invested a sum of money to have the house brought to code and the house does not meet minimum housing code, the house will be demolished and the money invested will be lost.

Mrs. Murchison acknowledged that she understood Commissioner Surles’ comments.

Commissioner Honeycutt stated that first priority needs to be to clean the property of weeds and debris.

Mayor Ellington stated that there were two to three different issues here. He further stated that Mrs. Kornegay must live beside a house that is undesirable and although he is not so callus as to want to tear someone’s home down, if the house is not brought to minimum housing code within sixty days, the house will be demolished although the property needs to be cleaned of weeds and debris within ten days.
Mrs. Murchison stated that they do keep the yard clean.  She said that due to recent rains, the yard does need mowing now.

Mayor Ellington stated that by reviewing the pictures, there is a lot of litter and overgrown weeds on the property, which is not acceptable in anyone’s yard.

Commissioner Surles stated that Mrs. Murchison should place No Trespassing signs on the property if there is questionable activity taking place there.

After additional discussion, Town Manager Price asked Mayor Ellington if he would recess the meeting in order for the Town Attorney to research the statutes for time limitations.

Mayor Ellington stated that rather than recessing the meeting, he would carry on with the agenda items until the Town Attorney completed his task.

He added that Mr. Steve Dupree has begun revitalization of his business, Dup’s Auto Parts, has agreed to go through the revitalization process and has already begun the process by painting his building and in the process of ordering awnings and signs for the building.
· Town Hall Day-Will be held on Wednesday, June 4, 2008 with a deadline for registration of May 16, 2008.

· Harnett Local Government Association-This meeting will be held on Tuesday, May 27, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at Ribeye’s Steakhouse in Lillington.
· Municipal Animal Control Officer-Assistant County Manager Tony Wilder advised that the position of Municipal Animal Control Officer was approved by the Harnett County Board of Commissioners at their meeting on Monday, May 6th; therefore, he is in the process of advertising the position and bids for the truck were due by May 2, 2008.
· Ribbon Cutting-Jack Marley Park-The park ribbon cutting was held on May 3, 2008 and was a very successful event.  He expressed appreciation to the Mayor and Town Board for their vision and funding of Jack Marley Park.
· Angier Elementary School-The groundbreaking for the new school was held on May 21, 2008 and the projected date of completion is August, 2009.
