Regular Meeting
February 5, 2008
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, February 5, 2008 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street. Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7 p.m. A quorum was established as the mayor and four council members were present as the meeting opened.

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Commissioner Stanley Carney.

Public Forum- At this time, an opportunity was provided for members of the audience who wished to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.  Mayor Ellington recognized Mrs. Wanda Gregory, 363 N. Dunn Street, who addressed the board concerning a recommendation by the Friends of the Library to request a part-time position be added to the Library staff so the library could remain open during the evening hours for those students whose parents would not be able to bring their children to the library prior to closing time for study purposes.  She added that there should be two people staffing the library at all times.  Mrs. Gregory stated that she would like Staff to look into installing a gourd museum sign to place beside the road in front of the Municipal Building and at some time in the future, she would like to see some signage placed beside the door to the Municipal Building so people would know where the museum is located.  She stated that she was continuing to receive complaints about the closing of Williams Street at the park due to traffic coming out of the cemetery and North Hickory Street.  She said that vehicles are being routed out of the park by Wimberly Road and Highway 210 and requested that the Board keep her concerns in mind.  Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mrs. Gregory for her comments.
Mayor Ellington recognized Jay Sills, resident of Johnson’s Landing, who voiced concerns regarding the Police Department in reference to a neighborhood child who shot a squirrel in his neighborhood.  He advised that he was told by the Harnett County Sheriff’s Department that he should call the Angier Police Department with issues in his neighborhood.
Mayor Ellington advised Mr. Sills that his concerns were noted and would be reviewed by staff.

Mayor Ellington recognized Mr. David White, 112 Kerrylane Drive, who spoke on behalf of Whetstone Homeowner’s Association.  He stated that there were issues with the subdivision covenants in that a second layer of asphalt was supposed to be poured and this project has not been completed to date and the subdivision has expanded.  He added that the expansion has already had the asphalt completed and requested that there be a completion date for Phase I of the subdivision.  He added that in the covenants, home buyers were promised a common area for children to play and this has not happened.  He requested that the Town address methods by which the Town can enforce subdivision housing standards such as grass cutting.
Mayor Ellington advised Mr. White that his concerns would be reviewed by staff and a member of staff would be in touch with him after review of the ordinances for enforcement in subdivisions.
Mayor Ellington recognized Mrs. Carolyn Stewart, 460 East Williams Street, who voiced concerns on a variety of issues.  Mayor Ellington apologized for the length of time it has taken to resolve the drainage issues at  Mrs. Stewart’s home and that her concerns were noted and work would begin to resolve drainage issues at her home within the next week and if there were any problems, he would contact her.

Mayor Ellington recessed the regular meeting at 7:33 p.m. and opened the scheduled Public Hearings.

Public Hearing-Land Use Plan-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been duly notified by advertisement in the Daily Record on January 23, 2008 and the Angier Independent on January 29, 2008 that a public hearing would be held regarding the Town of Angier Land Use Plan as recommended by the Angier Planning Board at their December 11, 2007 meeting.  

Mayor Ellington asked Town Planner Travis Morehead to provide an overview of the Land Use Plan. 
Mr. Morehead stated that the Planning Board has reviewed the Land Use Plan since Spring of 2007 and recommended approval to forward the Land Use Plan to the Town Board at their meeting held on December 11, 2007.  Mr. Morehead offered a PowerPoint presentation as a review of the Land Use Plan.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Morehead and opened the public hearing in reference to the Angier Land Use Plan at 7:33 p.m.  He asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak for or against the Angier Land Use Plan.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:40 p.m.

Public Hearing-Code Amendments-Chapter 13 Planning and Development), Article II, Division 2.  Town of Angier Planning Board
Mayor Ellington recognized Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the public has been notified by advertisement in the Daily Record on January 23, 2007 and in the Angier Independent on January 29, 2008 that a public hearing would be held regarding amendments to the Angier Town Code-Chapter 13 (Planning and Development), Article II, Division 2  Town of Angier Planning Board.
Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that the current Town Code is in the process of re-codification and Chapter 13, Article II has been deemed obsolete; therefore, a revised ordinance has been prepared for consideration by the Town Board.
Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing at 7:48 p.m. and asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak for or against the Land Use Plan as presented.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:51 p.m. and reconvened the regular meeting.

Manager’s Report-Town Manager Coley Price provided the following update:
· Small Town Main Street-The next meeting will be held on February 21, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. at the Depot.  The date was rescheduled due to a conflict with Valentine’s Day.  He invited the public to attend the meetings.  He added that the March meeting was scheduled to be held on March 13th at 6:00 p.m. and the meetings are bringing excitement to the downtown merchants who are looking forward to beginning the downtown revitalization project.
· The Highway 55/210-project is going extremely well as paving should begin tomorrow, February 6th.  He added that sidewalks are being installed, the stoplights have been installed, lighting and landscaping will soon begin and will be a tremendous asset to the Town as far as esthetics and safety.
· Jack Marley Park Update-A final walk through has taken place and a punch list generated should be completed by the end of the month. 

· Harnett Local Government Association Meeting-Angier will host the Harnett Local Government Association quarterly meeting, which will be held on February 25, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. in the Municipal Building.

· CAMPO Meeting-Mr. Price stated that numerous meetings have been held regarding the Transportation Plan and on February 12, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Building, Diane Wilson with CAMPO will provide a summary of the CAMPO meetings.  He added that future meetings intended for public input would be announced at the February 12th meeting.

· New Windows Installed-Municipal Building windows have been replaced and window coverings have been ordered.

Fats, Oil and Grease Ordinance/Backflow Prevention Ordinance- Town Manager Coley Price yielded to Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook who advised the Town Board that the Fats, Oil and Grease Ordinance and Backflow Prevention Ordinance were adopted by the Town Board in September, 2005 and the Public Utilities Department is currently in the process of educating the public, specifically restaurants, due to the intent of the department to begin inspections and subsequent enforcement related to both ordinances.  He added that business owners will be given one year to install grease traps prior to being penalized up to $1,000 per day.  Mr. Cook stated that the lack of grease traps causes sewer overflows and the Town is penalized by the State in the event of sewer overflows.  He asked that the public notify Public Utilities or Town Hall in the event they see sewage overflow.  Town Manager Price invited everyone to visit the water and wastewater plants.
Mr. Cook also advised the Town Board that in reference to the Water Quality Protection/Backflow Prevention Ordinance,  there are a few irrigation meters without backflows installed and Public Utilities would be visiting those citizens and informing them of the ordinance to protect water quality.
9-b-
Yard Sale Ordinance-Town Manager Coley Price that a draft Yard Sale Ordinance was included in the Board’s agenda packets for discussion and Town Board direction.  He further stated that numerous complaints have been received and over the past few months, police and public utilities have worked together to observe yard sale violations and staff and Town Attorney Pleasant have drafted an ordinance related to same for the Town Board’s review.  He added that the first part of the ordinance is a “residential” yard sale ordinance which is clearly defined and staff recommends adoption once it is forwarded to the Town Board for public hearing and consideration.  Mr. Price stated that the ordinance pertaining Peddlers, Solicitors and Itinerant Merchants is covered under N.C.G.S. 160-178 whereby the information is gathered to apply verbiage to the ordinance.  
He added that in September, 2004, the Town Board adopted an ordinance to regulate peddlers, solicitors and itinerant merchants and he requested that the Board review this particular section of the ordinance to determine if there should be added restrictions or stipulations placed on the Peddlers, Solicitors and Itinerant Merchants section of the ordinance.  Commissioner Carney asked that since the ordinance for Peddlers, Solicitors and Itinerate Merchants is in place, if the matter is not the issue of enforcement.  Town Manager Price yielded to Town Attorney Ray Pleasant who stated that some of the discussions regarding enforcement of the ordinance pertained to eliminating the sale of merchandise along the major highways within the town limits and staff would like to know if the Town Board would like the enforcement to include limits to time, place and restrictions of the various sales, which is not specifically set out in Section 9-64 of the ordinance.  Commissioner Surles stated that highways such as Highway 55 and 210 are of particular concern due to traffic as relates to yard and general merchandise sales.  Town Attorney Pleasant stated that the ordinance does not specifically name areas of concern, which is why he and the Town Manager would like direction of whether or not to revise the specifics of the ordinance and ask that the Town Board make recommendations to the Town Manager.   Commissioner Carney stated that he was concerned with the sanitation of food products offered at the sales and he would like to see this issue addressed by the Town Board.  Mayor Ellington stated that some of the sales were in direct conflict with the businesses in town.  There was a consensus of the Town Board that the ordinance should address public safety issues with regard to yard sales and sales by peddlers, solicitors, and itinerant merchants.  Town Manager Price stated that he would bring the ordinance back to the Town Board next month for review prior to adoption.

· Code Enforcement-Commissioner Carney asked Town Manager Price for a synopsis of events regarding code enforcement.  Town Manager Price informed Commissioner Carney that a report from Code Enforcement Hill was included in the agenda packets; however, he would ask Mr. Hill to attend the March meeting for the purpose of updating the Town Board of the status of dilapidated housing issues currently in process or completed since John Ganus with Benchmark ended his service with the Town in May, 2007. 

· New Windows Installed-Municipal Building windows have been replaced and window coverings have been ordered to cover them.
