Special Call Meeting
September 15, 2008
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in a special call meeting on Tuesday, September 15, 2008 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street. Mayor Ellington presided, calling the special meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established prior to the meeting being called to order as four board members were present.  
Commissioners Present:  Mayor R.H. Ellington, Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney, Commissioners Joe Pleasant,  Billy Surles, and Commissioner Craig Honeycutt.

Commissioners Absent:  None
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager; Joyce Valley, Town Clerk, and Betty Pearson, Planning Clerk.
2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney.

Consideration of Agenda:  The September 15, 2008 meeting agenda was adopted with changes, if any, as listed below:

Mayor Ellington stated that this was a special call meeting and in accordance with the 
Open Meetings Law, the only item to be discussed would be the zoning ordinance text 
amendment to change the text to allow religious uses in the Highway Business District.

8. Zoning Ordinance Amendment-Religious Uses in Highway Business District-Oaths of Office-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Manager Coley Price who offered a brief overview of the request by Mr. Alex Poindexter.  

Town Manager Price informed the Board that when an applicant makes a request for a 


text amendment of the Zoning Ordinance, there is a standard process of the applicant 
completing the application, hearing by the Planning Board who makes a 
recommendation to the Town Board prior to their consideration of the request and 
ultimate decision.


Town Manager Price stated that if a text amendment is approved, it must be placed 
under one of the three following categories as required by the Town of Angier Zoning 
Ordinance:
1) Permitted by right which must meet staff approval through site plan review, building inspector and fire marshal approval.
2) Uses with conditions under 7.2.7 of the zoning ordinance, which also is approved by staff through site plan review, building inspector and fire marshal approval.
3) Conditional use, which requires special permit and must go before the Planning Board and upon recommendation, heard by the Town Board under sworn testimony as a quasi-judicial hearing.


Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that the five (5) options provided for their 
consideration this evening are as follows:

1) To approve the request as presented by the applicant, Mr. Poindexter,  to allow churches in the Highway Business District.
2) To allow churches in Highway Business District on lots greater than three (3) acres and not located in multi-tenant buildings.  

3) To allow churches in the Highway Business on lots containing two (2) acres and allowing churches in multi-tenant buildings, which was the Planning Board recommendation.

4) Staff offered another alternative, which was that civic/religious uses are permitted by right in the RA-30 and if the alternative ordinance amendment is approved, would be permitted with conditions under 7.2.7 in the R-10, InFill Residential, R-6 Parallel, and Neighborhood Business under conditions listed in Section 7.2.7 of the zoning ordinance.  Civic/Religious uses would not be permitted in Highway Business or Industrial within the Angier Zoning Ordinance.
5) Conditional Use Permit which requires that applicant file application and upon receipt of application, the matter would be heard by the Planning Board and upon their recommendation, there would be a quasi-judicial hearing with sworn testimony before the Town Board.


Mayor Ellington asked if the Town Board would like to discussion these options further.  Hearing no further discussion, Mayor Ellington entertained a motion.

Action:  The Town Board amended the Town of Angier Zoning Ordinance by adopting Alternative Ordinance Amendment (#ZO-2008-03) to allow religious and civic uses in R-10, R6Parallel and Neighborhood Business as permitted with conditions under Section 7.2.7 of the Town of Angier Zoning Ordinance.
