Mayor Ellington recognized Mr. Lawrence Wilkinson, a resident of 58 South Poppler Street, who addressed the board on behalf of himself and others in his neighborhood regarding concerns of possible gang related activity in Angier and also voiced concerns that several individuals are living in single family home in his area.

Manager’s Report-Mayor Ellington yielded to Finance Director Justin Merritt in Town Manager Coley Price’s absence to update the Town Board with the Manager’s Report.  Mr. Merritt provided the following update:

· Holiday-Town offices will be closed on Friday, March 21, 2008 in observance of Good Friday.

· Budget Work Session-A budget work session will be held on Monday, March 17, 2008 at 6:30 pm. In the Municipal Building.
· Small Town Main Street-The sessions are going extremely well and everyone is invited to the next meeting on Thursday, March 13, 2008 at the Depot.  He added that there would be more in depth discussion regarding design work and market analysis at this particular meeting.
· CAMPO Meeting-A public “floating” meeting was held on February 26, 2008 from 5-7 p.m.  CAMPO representative Diane Wilson was present to respond to citizen questions and will be available at the rescheduled March 10, 2008 Planning Board meeting to answer questions prior to the Planning Board’s consideration of the Comprehensive Transportation Plan.  This meeting will begin at 7:00 p.m.
· Chamber Banquet--The Chamber Banquet will be held on March 11, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. at Barclay Villa.
· Yard Sale, Peddlers, Solicitors, Itinerant Merchants Ordinance-Staff along with the Town  Attorney is in the process of preparing an ordinance that will prove to be effective and a draft will be presented at the April Board of Commissioners meeting.
· BRAC update-Paul Dordal will provide an update on BRAC (Base Realignment and Closure Program) at the April 1, 2008 Board of Commissioners meeting.  Mr. Merritt added that Mr. Dordal’s presentation will address the effect BRAC will have on the area including potential opportunities provided by BRAC.  
· Jack Marley Park-The Angier Baptist Men and others in the community will donate time, labor and materials to renovate the concession stand at the Little League fields on Saturday, March 8, 2008.  
· Easter Egg Hunt-The Angier Public Library will sponsor an Easter Egg Hunt on Saturday, March 15, 2008.

· Ronnie Hargis Retirement Luncheon-Ronnie Hargis will retire on March 31, 2008 and a retirement luncheon has been scheduled for 1:00 p.m. on Saturday, March 15, 2008 at Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook’s home.
· Community Yard Sale-The Downtown Merchants will hold a community yard sale in the parking spaces in front of Town Hall on Saturday, April 5, 2008.

Mayor and /Town Board Reports-
Commissioner Surles asked when the Litter Sweep Roadside Cleanup was scheduled and Mayor Ellington advised him that the proclamation would be included in the April agenda; however, the event is scheduled for April 19th through May 3rd. 

Commissioner Carney asked if there was an update on the Animal Control Ordinance.  Finance Director Justin Merritt responded that Assistant County Manager Tony Wilder sent a draft of the Interlocal Animal Control Agreement today and staff was in the process of reviewing the document.  He added that upon approval by staff and the Town Attorney, the document would be placed on the agenda for adoption by the Town Board.  He also stated that upon approval of the Interlocal Animal Control Agreement by the Towns of Angier, Coats, Erwin and Lillington, an Animal Control Officer would be hired by Harnett County.
Mayor Ellington stated that the Highway 55/210 intersection project was 95% complete and the project and lights have been installed and paving is almost complete.  He added that this was a wonderful project and was an asset to the community.

Staff and Informational Items

· Code Enforcement-Mayor Ellington yielded to Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill who offered a slide presentation of Code Enforcement activities that he has administered since his hiring in December, 2007.  Mr. Hill stated that he had sixty-six case files handed over by John Ganus with Benchmark, who terminated his service with the town.  He added that there were thirty houses that he could not follow through with due to the expiration of time limitations pursuant to General Statutes. He added that two buildings have been demolished since December and updated the Town Board on upcoming scheduled hearings of dilapidated structures.

There was some discussion regarding several residents living in single family homes  
with Board consensus that this matter needs further investigation by town staff.


Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Hill for the good job he has offered the 
Town since his hire date.
