August 2, 2011

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, August 2, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

New Business

a. Ordinance Directing the Housing Inspector to Close Property-85 East Lillington Street-(PIN #0673-89-0207.000) 
Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill stated that he has carried out the formalities of closing property located at 85 East Lillington Street.  He stated that the owner and/or the mortgage lending institution (Branch Banking and Trust Company failed to comply with the order to repair or vacate and close the property on March 3, 2011.  He provided the Town Board with a summarization of the steps to close this property and the property condition.

Mr. Hill stated that the property would be repaired for 50% of the value of the house; however, there would be a 90 day process in which the owners would be required to bring the house to code and before the house could be demolished, it would require boarding up for one year from the date of the ordinance adoption.

b.  Award of Bid Tabulation-Ralph Hodge Construction-With Concurrence of USDA Approval-Mayor Ellington recognized Town Engineers Bill Dreitzler and Crag Perry with MS Consultants.
Mr. Perry stated that on July 14, 2011 at 11:00 a.m., bids were received for the Phase II Gravity Interceptor Project.  He stated that Ralph Hodge Construction was the low bidder with a bid of $1,884,939.20, subject to the concurrence of the USDA Rural Development Office and the Local Government Council.  He reviewed the summary of bids.  (Attachment #5)
Mayor Ellington stated that we are working on a very tight budget with this project and asked the Engineers if they foresee any unseen expenses with this project.

Mr. Perry responded that with any project, there is always a possibility that the cost could go over or under 2 to 3 percent and the bids are strictly an estimate of costs such as for rock tonnage; however, he does not foresee any unseen expenses with the project.
Mayor Pro-Tem Surles asked what type of percentage was allowed in the contract for cost overruns and stated there had to be a ceiling in the contract.
Mr. Perry responded there was no way to add a ceiling amount in the contract and he feels that the estimates are very close to the bid amount. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Surles stated that he had deep concerns over approving a contract with no ceiling.

Engineer Drietzler stated that there were several ways to bid this project and this particular project was bid as unclassified.  He added that the chances of this contract being higher or lower that 10% are very, very slim.   After discussion, Mayor Ellington entertained a motion.

BOARD ACTION: The Town Board voted unanimously to accept and approve the award of bid tabulation to Ralph Hodge Construction in the amount of $1,884,939.20 subject to the concurrence of the USDA Rural Development Office and the Local Government Council.

Manager’s Report
Town Manager Price provided the following update to the Town Board:

Town Manager Price expressed appreciation to the Town Board for approval of the bid tabulation for the Phase II Gravity Interceptor project, which has been in the works for six years.  He stated that since the bid award has been approved by the Town Board subject to USDA approval, he and Finance Director Vanessa Young will send a package to the Local Government Commission who will meet on the 1st Tuesday in September and no problems are foreseen for approval of the project.  He added that after approval by LGC, all contracts will be reviewed by the Attorney and USDA. 
· Since the caboose relocation, the Depot Square committee will be formed to design and landscape the Depot Square area after the Crepe Myrtle celebration.  He stated that the first meeting of the committee will be scheduled at the September Chamber meeting.
· Street Lights are being installed in front of Angier Elementary School and the brick project has been completed. He expressed appreciation to C.B. Banks who laid the bricks.
· Since there’s federal funding involved,  the Poplar Street and Way Finding signage must be advertised for 30 days and must meet Federal and NCDOT specifications.  Currently awaiting comments from NCDOT in order to proceed.

· Entrance sign-Kennebec Road-The owner has agreed to allow the Town to install the sign on the corner of Kennebec Road and a survey stamp must be provided prior to installation of the sign.  
· 401/Southeast Study-Mayor Ellington stated there were two studies taking place; one for 401; which provides six options for the public to review between Lillington and 401 North toward Fuquay.  He further stated that at the Fuquay meeting, there were several good comments; however, before this project is complete, it will be the year 2014.  He said that once it is determined where the road should go, funding must be determined and before funding can be determined, there must be a plan. He reviewed CAMPO’s relationship with the Town and added that CAMPO is providing their expertise to make certain that the Southeast Study is done with Angier’s interest in mind.   He added that Angier’s major need is to move traffic through Highway 55 and everyone needs to be on the same page with the same project.  He asked the audience to attend every meeting involving the studies as possible to voice their input.
· Cruise-in will be held on September 2nd and October 7th.  Town Manager Price stated that he has received inquiries as to whether bands could be allowed in the gazebo area and would bring the information back to the Board for their review at a later date.
· Farmer’s Market-The Farmer’s Market is going very well and a couple more vendors have come on board.

· There will be no Planning Board meeting in August; however, there will be one held in September.  Transportation and Redevelopment will be discussed during this meeting.
· The last session of Leadership Angier will be held August 15th and Johnson Tilghman will be discussing Economic Development.

· The color blue has been added to the pond in Jack Marley Park and algae has been reduced in the pond.  Commissioners concurred that the pond looks and smells better.
· Crepe Myrtle Festival will be held on Saturday, September 10th.

· There will be no Board of Adjustment meeting in August.

Adjournment: With no further business to discuss for the evening of August 2, 2011, motion by Commissioner Honeycutt, second by Commissioner McKoy to adjourn the meeting at 8:28 p.m.  Motion unanimously approved.
