July 7, 2009

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, July 7, 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

5. Public Forum-At this time, Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.

With no one coming forward, Mayor Ellington stated that two residents requested to be added to the agenda to address the Town Board.  He recognized Ty Cobb and Steve Adams.  Mr. Alan Coats stated that he would address the Board instead of Mr. Adams.

Mr. Cobb, a resident of Angier, stated that his request to address the Board was due to an article recently printed in the Angier Independent concerning garbage.  He stated that he would like to offer the prospective of the property owner as it relates to garbage service. 
 Mr. Cobb stated that the property owner basically pays all salaries for Town employees as well as all facilities and it was unfair for the property owner to be burdened with an increase in garbage pick up fees.  He further stated that a tenant only pays their water bill and sewer bill but is afforded the exact opportunities as the taxpayer.  He cautioned and requested that the Board not to shift those costs of garbage collection from the tenant.  He added that due to the recent revaluation of property, taxpayers have had an approximate twenty percent increase in property taxes, which is a very big hit in a very hard economic time.
Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Cobb for his comments and asked Mr. Coats to come forward to address the Board.
Mr. Alan Coats, owner of North Park Apartments, distributed a sheet of the vacancy ratio of the North Park Apartments and stated that according to his calculations, the Town of Angier lost $620.50 due to vacancies in the apartments during 2008 and disagreed with the shortage totals due to apartment vacancies that were printed in the Angier Independent as a quote by Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook.  He stated that to add the expense back to the property owner would hurt the property owner and questioned how the trash issue suddenly came out of the blue with the being recently adopted by the Town Board.
Commissioner Surles informed Mr. Coats that the shortage totals were not only due to apartment vacancies, but were also the result of house vacancies.  

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Coats for his comments and advised that the Staff and the Town Board would review all avenues to address the garbage problems.

Manager’s Report-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who provided the following report to the Town Board:

· Planning Board-There will be a Joint Town Board and Planning Board work session on Tuesday, July 14, 2009 from 4-6 p.m.  We will discuss the Draft Unified Development Ordinance at this meeting.

· The Small Town Main Street awarded by the Department of Commerce has ended.  He added that Mr. Bob Murphrey with N.C. Small Town Main Street has helped quite a bit with the downtown revitalization.  He also stated that this Board had approved the Building Façade grant program for beautification of downtown buildings and to date, ten buildings have taken advantage of this grant by adding signage, painting and the addition of awnings to their buildings.  He expressed appreciation to the Town Board for their efforts with the revitalization program.
Town Manager Price also informed the Town Board that as everyone is aware, the state is struggling with their budget for the fiscal year and as a result, we will not receive any information regarding the PARTF grant until the PARTF Board meets on July 24, 2009.  He added that when the last PARTF grant was awarded, the funds were used to renovate Jack Marley Park and the renovation was one of the best things that has happened to this town.  He added that should the state decide not to award the funds to PARTF, the grant would not be awarded to the Town at this time.

Mayor and Town Board Reports
Commissioner Surles informed Town Manager Price that several people had asked about the parking markings being painted back onto Highway 210 in the downtown district since it has not been done since the highway was paved last year.  He added that a crosswalk needs to be painted at Highway 210 and Broad Street.

Town Manager Price advised Commissioner Surles that he would contact the Department of Transportation to obtain the information regarding the crosswalk and markings.

Commissioner Surles asked the status of the landscaping at the intersection of Hwy 210 and 55.  

Mayor Ellington responded that there are three projects within the corporate limits and there have been discussions regarding the project from the fire station to the post office, as well as curb and gutter and a sidewalk at the new school; however, there are no firm dates to those projects being completed at this time.
