TOWN OF ANGIER BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Minutes-Budget Worksession

March 21, 2011

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in special session on Monday, March 21, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager;  Joyce Valley, Town Clerk; Jimmy Cook, Public Utilities Director;  Amanda Davis, Librarian; Betty Pearson, Planning Technician; Bobby Hallman, Police Chief; Derek McLean, Recreation Director; Vanessa Young, Finance Director; Mike Hill, Code Enforcement Officer and Engineer Bill Dreitzler. Planning Board member present was Chairman Ted Holmes.  The press was not in attendance at this meeting.
2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Commissioner Alvis McKoy.

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who informed the Town Board that this meeting was intended for discussion purposes, relaxed and informal; therefore, should any members of the Board have questions once each department head has reviewed the current fiscal year information, as well as upcoming projections, the Board should feel free to ask those questions to provide a helpful exchange of suggestions and ideas in preparation of the upcoming budget.  Department Heads reviewed the current fiscal year as follows:
Library-Librarian Amanda Davis reviewed statistical data prepared through the Harnett County Library System.  She reviewed the number of patrons served by the Angier Library and items loaned per hour.  She stated that Harnett County provides some services and funds the software and internet access for the library, which is a huge service to the Town.  She told the Board that the Town would not be able to fund the Library as it is currently stocked without the help of Harnett County.  Town Manager Price stated that Ms. Davis has provided him with a breakdown of what both the Town and the County provides to serve and fund the Angier Library.  (Clerk’s Note-This breakdown is attached, as well as the handouts provided during the meeting by Ms. Davis as Attachment #1)
Police-Chief Bobby Hallman stated that the department received grant monies from the Governor’s Highway Safety Program which allowed the department to purchase twelve (12) traffic vests, three (3) sets of stop stick devices and three (3) portable breath test analyzers, totaling $3,151.32.  He provided the Town Board with a handout of year to date information and statistics.  (Attachment #2)

Mayor Ellington stated that visibility is the key to an effective Police Department.

Planning and Inspections-Planning Technician Betty Pearson reviewed FY 2010-2011 statistics of the Planning and Inspections Department.  She stated that Whetstone West development was issued most of the permits and there were two (2) Commercial constructions with the Dollar General Store and Good to Go Auto Sales.  (Attachment #3)
Code Enforcement-Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill provided the Board with an update of Minimum Housing/Code Enforcement since his hire in December, 2007.  He stated that there were twelve (12) new cases during 2010, with four houses being demolished and some owners are using their own funds to demolish the homes.  He further stated that there are currently nine (9) homes under investigation and added that the Police Department has been very instrumental in notifying him of homes which do not meet the Minimum Housing Code. Recreation-Recreation Director Derek McLean reviewed FY 2010-2011 statistics of the Recreation Department.  (Attachment #5) He informed the Town Board that Jack Marley Park is at 100% capacity with usage by citizens, inside and outside town.
Commissioner Billy Surles stated that we may need to cut back on usage by citizens outside the corporate limits since the duty of the Board is to provide services to the Town’s citizens first.  

Recreation Director McLean responded that citizens outside the corporate limits are charged double for registration fees.  He stated that since the park was renovated, he has seen less vandalism and less mischief and more pride with people wanting to keep the park looking nice.

Public Works-Public Works Director Jimmy Cook presented an overview of the Public Works Department. (Attachment #5)
Engineer Bill Drietzler updated the Board with regard to the Poplar Street sidewalk.

Public Works Director Cook stated that he sent a letter to all restaurant owners to invite them to a meeting to discuss the Fats, Oil and Grease Policy.  The letter was mailed to twenty-four (24) restaurant owners and approximately six (6) owners came to this meeting.  

Mayor Ellington stated that it was important that Town Staff make an attempt to keep the public informed through meetings, letters, etc.  concerning various issues that may affect them.

Commissioner Yeargin asked about the possibility of the Town hosting a Shredding Day and asked about recycling hazardous waste materials such as oil and paint.

Town Manager Price stated that he would investigate both of these items and inform the Board of his findings at a later date.  He informed the Town Board that he would be attending a Southwest Corridor and Transportation meeting at CAMPO soon, where there will be a study to determine where the needs are for future road systems.  He also informed the Board that Leadership Angier meetings are being held monthly and are going extremely well.
With no further business to discuss for the evening of March 21, 2011, motion by Commissioner Surles, second by Commissioner Yeargin to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 p.m.  Motion unanimously approved.
