Special Meeting-Budget Work Session/FY 2009-2010 Budget Presentation
May 18, 2009, 7:00 p.m.
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in special session on Monday, May 18, 2009 for the purpose of conducting a budget work session and presentation of the proposed FY 2009-2010 Budget in the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street. Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. A quorum was established as the mayor and four commissioners were present as the meeting opened.  

Commissioners Present:  Commissioners Joe Pleasant, Billy Surles, Stanley Carney, Craig Honeycutt, and Mayor R.H. Ellington.
Commissioners Absent:  None
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager; Joyce Valley, Town Clerk, Jimmy Cook, Public Utilities Director,  Mike Hill, Code Enforcement Officer,  Bobby Hallman, Police Chief, Betty Pearson, Planning Clerk, Amanda Davis, Librarian, Derek McLean, Recreation Director and Vanessa Young, Interim Finance Director.
2 and 3.  The meeting opened with an invocation by Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney.
4. Budget Work Session and Presentation of FY 2009-2010 Budget-Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Board Members and Staff for their presence at the work session.  He yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that each department head has prepared a synopsis of the projects they have had over the past six (6) months which were presented with a PowerPoint presentation. He added that this year’s budget has been particularly difficult with the present economic recession and projects and capital outlay needs have been given careful analysis with a hold put on those projects which are not absolutely necessary.  Each department head presented their respective departments and afterward, Town Manager Price presented the budget message and a draft of the Proposed FY 2009-2010 Budget highlighted as follows:
· Local Option Sales Tax reflects an overall decrease of $30,000

· ABC revenue decrease of $35,000 due to debt payment of new store

· Interest Earnings are expected to decrease $51,000 as a result of lower interest rates

· As the result of a sharp decrease in housing and/or construction activity, the Building Permits and Planning Fees have a decrease of $88,450 and

· Fund Balance appropriated in the FY 2008-2009 budget utilized $295,816 of the Town’s savings.  

· This budget does not include a cost of living or merit increase for Town employees.

· A change in the longevity plan of employees has been recommended.
