Regular Meeting

April 1, 2008
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 1, 2008, in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street. Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and four council members were present as the meeting opened.

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Commissioner Stanley Carney.

5a.
Public Forum:  At this time, an opportunity was provided for members of the audience who wished to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the agenda.  Mrs. Betty Harmon, a resident of 118 Benton Place, voiced concerns with regard to a home business being operated at 596 Lipscomb Place which is zoned RA-30.  She advised the Town Board that the property owner was in violation of the zoning ordinance as well as many Federal and State EPA guidelines by operating an illegal scrap metal yard and tire dump at the residence.  

Mayor Ellington advised Mrs. Harmon that the information she had given would be forwarded to the proper members of Staff and that someone would be in contact with her upon review.

Dr. Kingsley, a physician who is opening an office located at 227 Fish Drive, introduced himself to the Town Board and the audience.  He stated that he was Board Certified in Family Practice in the USA and had practiced at a medical facility in Fuquay Varina for the past three and one-half years.  Mayor Ellington welcomed Dr. Kingsley to Angier and to the community.

Presentation-Ronnie L. Hargis-Retirement
Mayor Ellington presented a resolution of appreciation to Ronnie L. Hargis, whose last day of work as Utilities Supervisor was on March 31, 2008.  Mr. Hargis began his tenure with the Town of Angier in September, 1978.  Mayor Ellington expressed gratitude to Mr. Hargis for his loyalty and dedication to the Town of Angier for 30 years.  

Town Manager Coley Price presented a plaque and gift to Mr. Hargis.  He expressed his appreciation for the contributions Mr. Hargis has offered the Town for 30 years.  

Mr. Hargis stated that he had enjoyed working with everyone employed by the Town of Angier through the years and expressed his gratitude for the kindness shown to him by the citizens of Angier through the years.

BRAC Update-BRAC RTF Deputy Director John Harbison
Mayor Ellington recognized John Harbison, Executive Director of BRAC Task Force, who provided a PowerPoint presentation of the BRAC (Base Realignment and Closure) expected impacts upon Harnett County, specifically the Town of Angier.  Mr. Harbison stated that although the leading cause of growth in Harnett County is its close proximity to Fort Bragg and Pope Air Force Base, the growth cannot be attributed solely to the U.S. Department of Defense’s Base Realignment and Closure activities.  He added that by studying the historical new birth data, it is clear that Harnett County was experiencing growth prior to BRAC activity.  

Mr. Harbison said there was a projection that 25,000 to 35,000 additional people were expected within the eleven county area by 2013, which creates a potential shortage of schools, classrooms and teachers and impacts housing, roads, airports, workforce, infrastructure, public safety, medical facilities and quality of life.  
Mr. Harbison stated that the housing prices in the southern part of Harnett County are competitive with those in Cumberland and Hoke Counties and attract military personnel.  He further stated that Harnett County is unique in the region in that it has an extensive water supply network serving 98 percent of the County.  He added that the towns of Lillington, Angier, Coats, the village of Buies Creek and the five contiguous counties of Cumberland, Lee, Wake, Johnston, and Moore all benefit from Harnett County’s water supply network. 

Mr. Harbison stated that the water supply, housing, and schools were attractive elements of Harnett County and that the population of Harnett County was expected to increase by approximately 4,576 citizens by the year 2013 by the BRAC program.
Mr. Harbison stated that the eleven member counties need to market and promote their regions to attract new defense companies and other related industry.  He informed the Town Board that a marketing company had been hired to develop a film to show to various defense industries.  Mr. Harbison played the video for the audience.  He added that a regional approach is essential to plan and prepare for the changes to maintain quality of life.
Mr. Harbison stated that 1,000 to 3,000 new jobs were expected to be created with private defense contractors and marketing had begun to promote our region to attract new defense companies.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Harbison for providing the update of the BRAC program and stated that it was a great presentation. He informed the audience that the BRAC website should be monitored closely for updates at www.BRACRTF.com.

Town of Angier Comprehensive Transportation Plan-Public Hearing

Mayor Ellington asked CAMPO Representative Diane Wilson to provide an overview of the Comprehensive Transportation Plan.

Ms. Wilson offered an updated map of the CTP and explained that adoption of this plan was mandated by state law.  She explained that NCDOT mandates that municipalities adopt a Comprehensive Transportation Plan in order to prioritize future funding and that the plan was merely a 25-30 year “wish list” and was subject to change by the various requests received by the Town in the future.  She stated that tonight’s goal was to adopt that portion of the Angier CTP that lies within Angier’s planning boundary and endorse the portion of the CTP that lies outside of Angier’s jurisdiction for recommendation to the Harnett County CTP Committee.

Ms. Wilson stated that the Planning Board approved recommendation of the CTP with the following amendments, which have been provided on the updated map:

· Rawls Church to connection at Kennebec and western Kennebec Church would both be upgraded to connect Highway 55 to Highway 401 smoothly (Major Thoroughfare)

· James Norris-east of proposed new roadway to 210 (Major Thoroughfare)

· James Norris-South/West of proposed new roadway to 210 (Minor Thoroughfare)

· Ennis Road at Fabrication Lane adjusted and realigned

· Change color depiction of Chalybeate Springs Road to reflect B-1/Boulevard (i.e. red with black dot)

Ms. Wilson expressed appreciation to everyone involved in the development of the Comprehensive Transportation Plan and stated that she would be happy to respond to any questions or concerns regarding the Plan.
Mayor Ellington closed the regular meeting at 8:18 p.m. and opened a public hearing in reference to the Town of Angier Comprehensive Transportation Plan.  He stated that the public was duly notified that a public hearing would be held on April 1, 2008 by advertisement in the Angier Independent on March 18, 2008 and The Daily Record on March 25, 2008.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the proposed Comprehensive Transportation Plan.
Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 8:19 p.m. and reconvened the regular meeting.

Comprehensive Transportation Plan

Mayor Ellington asked members of the Town Board if they would like to discuss the Comprehensive Transportation Plan any further.  Hearing no response, Mayor Ellington entertained a motion in reference to same.

The Town Board voted to adopt the Comprehensive Transportation Plan following a motion by Commissioner Surles, a second by Commissioner Pleasant and a unanimous vote.

9b.
Unified Development Ordinance-Agreement for Services-Benchmark

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that during the past two years, there have been discussions about the development of a Unified Development Ordinance which will combine the Zoning Ordinance and the Subdivision Ordinance which will blend the two documents into one uniform ordinance.

Town Manager Price added that with the adoption of the Land Use Plan and the Comprehensive Transportation Plan, it would be beneficial to update the Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances into one unified plan to make preparations for the expected growth and development facing Angier in the near future.  He stated that Requests for Proposals were sent out and six bids were received, with the lowest bid received from Benchmark CMR, Inc.  Mr. Price stated that his recommendation was that the Town Board accept the Agreement for Services to prepare the Unified Development Ordinance in the amount of $30,750.00.  He recognized Mr. Jason Epley who explained the process of developing the Unified Development Ordinance.

Mr. Epley expressed appreciation to the Town Board for allowing Benchmark CMR, Inc. to prepare a bid proposal for the development of a Unified Development Ordinance.  He stated that Benchmark is a local government service company initially established in 1982 and since the company’s inception, their emphasis has been on community, city and town planning, community development, land use plans, annexation, zoning development ordinances, public administration and code enforcement activities for public agencies.  He added that a team of Benchmark’s staff would be assigned to this project and would work with Town of Angier Staff to create the Unified Development Ordinance Draft.  He advised that a thorough review and compilation of a UDO takes approximately eight months to complete.  He further advised that Benchmark’s team proposes three major elements of the work plan: 1) Background Research, 2) Preparation of Draft UDO and 3) Final Draft and Adoption Process.  He added that once the draft is complete, a public information session will be held to give an overview of the changes and address questions and concerns the public might have about the new document.  He further added that upon recommendation by the Planning Board, the Town Board would conduct a Public Hearing prior to officially adopting the Unified Development Ordinance.

ACTION:  The Town Board approved the Agreement for Services submitted by Benchmark CMR, Inc. to prepare a Unified Development Ordinance in the amount of $30,750.00.  The following action was recorded:

Manager Tony Wilder who advised him that once all of the towns involved within the 
Agreement (Angier, Coats, Erwin, and Lillington) have all adopted the Agreement, the 
County would proceed with hiring an Animal Control Officer to service the towns.

Manager’s Report:  Town Manager Coley Price provided the following update to the 
Town Board:
· The NCLM will celebrate their 100th anniversary at the NLC conference scheduled for October 12-14, 2008 at the Charlotte Convention Center.  More information will be forthcoming on this event in July.  
· Town Hall Day will be held on Wednesday, June 4, 2008 at the Quorum Center in Raleigh.  The registration deadline is May 16th.
· Small Town Main Street-Next meeting will be held on April 10, 2008 at the Depot.  

· Budget Work Session-To be announced at a later date as I am still compiling information from the League, the State and the County.  I will give you at least a two week notice prior to scheduling the next budget work session.

· Community Yard Sale, sponsored by the Downtown Merchants, will be held on Saturday, April 5, 2008.  They will set up around the Centennial Clock.

· The May 6th Town Board meeting has been changed to Monday, May 12, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. due to primary voting.

· Jack Marley Park Update-All punch list items should be finished next week. As the park is 98% complete. The ribbon cutting for the park is scheduled for Saturday, May 3, 2008 at 12 noon.

· Thanks to Amanda Davis, Ellie Lemmon, Friends of the Library and all volunteers for a very successful Easter Egg Hunt held at the park on March 15th.

· Thanks to Adam Raynor, Marty Vahue and Angier Baptist Church Baptist Men for renovation of the concession stand at the Little League park.  They did an excellent job with the project.
· Jason Epley, who worked on the Centennial Clock Project has graciously agreed to help with Small Town Main Street Project.  Mr. Epley provided an overview of slides he had put together to show before and after pictures of various downtown businesses.  Mr. Epley will be helping with the development of concept designs.
11. Informational and Staff Reports:  Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that included in their packets was a draft ordinance pertaining to yard sales, itinerant merchants, solicitors and peddlers for their review.  He stated that he would like to receive Board consensus as to the verbiage and restrictions contained within the ordinance and if the Board feels comfortable with the ordinance as written, a public hearing will be scheduled for the May Town Board meeting.  


Commissioner Surles asked if there would be a grace period for the citizens to be 
educated regarding the new ordinance.


Town Manager Price responded that a grace period could be added to the ordinance and 
that a draft of the ordinance would be sent to the members of the Board prior to inclusion 
in their agenda packets.  There was a consensus of the Town Board that Town Manager 
Price proceed with the ordinance.
