The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 7, 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

5. Public Forum-At this time, Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.

No one came forward to address the Town Board.  Mayor Ellington recessed the regular meeting at 7:05 p.m.  and opened a public hearing regarding the FY 2009-2010 Budget. 
Public Hearing-Pre-Budget FY 2009-2010-Mayor Ellington stated that the public has been notified that they can express their opinions for priorities of projects or programs along with their thoughts of existing rates and fees regarding the FY 2009/2010 Budget.  He further stated that the public was also informed that they would be asked to limit their comments to three (3) minutes each and could mail comments and/or suggestions to the Town Clerk.  He added that the Town Board would not deliberate or vote on those comments made during the public hearing and the notice was advertised on April 1, 2009 in the Angier Independent.

He asked if there was anyone present to offer comments regarding the FY 2009-2010 Budget.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:08 p.m.

She added that the committee is requesting that these streets be closed until the end of the parade.  

Board Action:  After discussion of the upcoming events, the Town Board unanimously approved the permit allowing a parade permit request by the Angier High School Mega Reunion Committee to hold a parade on Saturday, May 2, 2009 from 10:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m., closing McIver Street, Church, Williams Street, Cutts Street, Broad Street and Smithfield Street for the duration of the event.

Manager’s Report
Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price to present the Manager’s Report. Town Manager Price offered the following update:

· Small Town Main Street meeting will be held in the conference room on Thursday, April 9, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. 

· Planning Board-There will not be a Planning Board meeting in April due to a lack of items on the agenda.

· The National Day of Prayer program will be held on Thursday, May 8, 2009 at 7:30 a.m..  Please reserve this date on your calendar for our annual program.

· The Annual Easter Egg Hunt was held at Jack Marley Park from 5-7 p.m. on Saturday, April 14, 2009  and in conjunction,  Movie Night was held at 7:30 p.m. on the same evening.  Mr. Price thanked the Library Staff and Friends of the Library for a successful event.

· The Angier Bookworms will be participating in Harnett County Relay for Life on Friday night, May 1st and Saturday morning, May 2nd at Triton High School.

· Town Hall will be closed in observance of Easter on Friday, April 9, 2009.

· A calendar is attached for Board information.

Town Manager Price stated that since the pre-budget public hearing was held this evening, he would like to schedule a budget work session either on May 18th or May 19th and requested that the Town Board check their calendars and determine a date that would work for them.  

Town Manager Price yielded to Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook who updated the Town Board on the wastewater conversion project and driveway acquisitions.
Commissioner Surles stated that the recent newspaper article about grease traps was very informative and asked Mr. Cook if the Town has measures in place to monitor residential grease traps.

Mr. Cook responded that it was virtually impossible to monitor residential grease traps; however, he and Buck Brooks would be visiting all restaurant owners to make certain that they were dispensing grease properly and give them another copy of the ordinance.  

Commissioner Surles asked how citizens were being educated about the problems with dumping grease down their drains and Mr. Cook responded that Consumer Confidence Reports are sent out to all citizens twice a year.

Commissioner Surles asked Mr. Cook to estimate the amount of money that was spent on the grease dumping problem per year.

Mr. Cook responded that a contract is in place whereby lift stations are pumped out three times per year, which includes jetting lines and the current contract amount is $25,000.00.  He added that the problem is not only commercial, but also residential.  He added that dumping grease down drains will turn an 8 inch sewer line into a 4 inch sewer line quickly.
10.  
Mayor and Town Board Reports

Mayor Pro-Tem Carney asked the status of the new Angier Elementary School.

Mayor Ellington responded that he and Mr. Price visited the new school site on Monday and the contractors continue to be on schedule for completion of the school in August, 2009; however, there has been some concern with demolition of the existing building due to the number of days of rain received since construction began a few months ago and parking lots need to be put in place.  He added that the school principal is in the process of renting mobile facilities to store new books and other items since there will be an additional grade added to the school.  He added that they were able to preserve the existing gym and the gym would be utilized as an art and music center.  He also stated that he and Town Manager Price continue negotiations with NCDOT to have a sidewalk built in front of the school.
Town Manager Price informed the Board that they were welcomed to tour the new school facility and could contact him at any time to set up a time to see the building.

Mayor Ellington asked Town Attorney Pleasant what was the status of the right of way acquisitions and if acquiring them would be a lengthy process.

Town Attorney Pleasant responded that he was in the process of meeting with designated County Acquisition personnel and although the acquisitions should not be complicated, it could possibly be a lengthy process even though this point is unknown at this time.
Commissioner Surles requested that Angier Independent reporter Kim Lambert publish a news story of the upcoming one year anniversary of the Jack Marley Park renovation.  

Mayor Ellington stated that he asked Recreation Director Derek McLean to provide a summary of park usage and the figures provided were that there were over 900 participants utilizing the recreation facilities.  
Mayor Ellington thanked Planning Board member Everett Blake and his church group for providing assistance to the Angier Food Pantry relocation by donating labor and materials for the transition to the back of the Parks and Recreation Facility which has now moved into the old EMS building located at 61 North Raleigh Street.
Commissioner Honeycutt inquired about the sidewalk project from the post office to the fire station.  Mayor Ellington responded that the Department of Transportation has currently put a hold on this project due to funding.
11.   Staff and Informational Items-Included in agenda packets-Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook informed the Town Board that several paving projects would be underway during the next several weeks and provided the Board with  project cost estimates.
