Call to Order:  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order.  Town Board members present were Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney, Commissioner Joe Pleasant, Commissioner Craig Honeycutt and Commissioner Billy Surles.  Staff members present were Town Manager Coley Price, Town Clerk Joyce Valley, Planning Clerk Betty Pearson, Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook, Librarian Amanda Davis, Police Chief Bobby Hallman, and Interim Finance Director Vanessa Young.

Consideration of Agenda: The agenda was approved unanimously as presented upon motion by Commissioner Honeycutt and a second by Commissioner Surles following the addition of a Proclamation designating May 6, 2010 as “National Day of Prayer”.

Proclamation-National Day of Prayer-The Town Board unanimously approved a Proclamation designating May 6, 2010 as National Day of Prayer upon a motion by commissioner Honeycutt and a second by Commissioner Pleasant.  Town Manager Coley Price invited citizens to attend a ceremony to be held at 7:30 a.m. on May 6, 2010 at Jack Marley Park in observance of this day.  (Attachment #1).

New Business-Resolution-Series Resolution Providing for the Issuance of a $1,240,000 Sanitary Sewer System Revenue Bond, Series 2010A-Loan Closing-Town Manager Coley Price yielded to Town Engineer Bill Dreitzler who provided information concerning the wastewater treatment plan regionalization project as well as future projects that could be initiated by the Town.

Mayor Ellington stated that an order authorizing $3,161,000 Sanitary Sewer System Revenue Bonds of the Town was adopted by the Board on February 9, 2010.  He yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that none of said bonds have been issued and there is outstanding a $1,240,000 Sanitary Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Note, dated December 9, 2009, maturing May 10, 2010, and bearing interest at the rate of 2.65% per annum, which note was issued in anticipation of the receipt of the proceeds of the sale of a like amount of said bonds.  He added that because it is necessary to issue 41,240,000 of said Revenue bonds at the time, all of the proceeds, together with other monies of the Town, are to be applied to the payment of the outstanding note at its maturity.

Work Session-FY 2010-2011 Budget-Town Manager Coley Price reviewed the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Proposed Budget as follows:

· Tax Rate remains the same at fifty-three cents ($0.53) per one hundred dollars of valuation

· Proposal to eliminate all commercial trash/recycling pick up

· Recycling to begin July 1 with a rate of $3.00 per household

· No new positions; the code Enforcement Officer reduced to 20 hours per week

· 2.5% cost of living

· No Capital Outlay funded

· Debt service payments beginning for Phase 1 of Wastewater Capital Project

· Debt service payments for the Library/Municipal Building ended in the FY 2010 Budget Year

· Increase in group health insurance rates of eighteen percent (18%)

· Significant increase in employer contribution rates for retirement

· Harnett County begins treatment of the Town’s sewer

After a discussion of budget details, the FY 2010-2011 Budget was presented to the Town Board and upon a motion by Commissioner Surles, second by Commissioner Carney, a public hearing to adopt the FY 2010-2011 Budget was set for the June 1, 2010 Town Board meeting at 7:00 p.m. was unanimously approved.
