August 4, 2009

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in special session on Tuesday, August 4, , 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:30 a.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.  

Commissioners Present:  Commissioners Joe Pleasant, Billy Surles, and Craig Honeycutt.
Commissioners Absent:  Mayor Pro-Tem was excused due to being out of town.
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager;  Joyce Valley, Town Clerk; Jimmy Cook, Public Utilities Director; Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill, Interim Finance Director Vanessa Young, Planning Clerk Betty Pearson and Town Attorney Ray Pleasant. Kim Lambert represented the Angier Independent.

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Town Manager Coley Price.

Public Forum-At this time, Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.  

Mrs. Blanche Gilmore, a resident of 152 North Dunn Street, stated that she would like the Town to cut the trees in the alley behind her house.  She further stated that the wind was causing the trees to swing back and forth and she was concerned that they would fall on her house.

Mayor Ellington told Ms. Gilmore that her request would be reviewed by Town Staff as ownership of the alley would need to be determined and a Staff member would be in touch with her regarding the request.

Mayor Ellington asked that Mr. Mark Wojcik come forward to present his request to be included on the meeting agenda.

Mr. Mark Wojcik, Peer Specialist of the Assertive Community Treatment Team of the Mental Health Association in North Carolina, addressed the Town Board concerning his request for a meeting space, such as the Depot or some other facility,  to offer lessons to individuals who are schizophrenics.  He stated that he would like to use a facility on Tuesdays and Thursdays between 11:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. and from 2:00 p.m. and 3:00 p.m.
Mayor Ellington informed Mr. Wojcik that the Town has never allowed use of the Depot for this type of treatment as the Depot is available for community use and to restrict times of use to citizens would not be an option; however, the request would be referred to the Town Manager and the Recreation Director who would review the request and contact him to provide other options.
Mr. Wojcik expressed appreciation to the Town Board for allowing him to address them regarding the request.

Presentation-NCDOT-Draft Harnett County Transportation Plan-Mayor Ellington yielded to Scott Walston, Transportation Engineer with NCDOT and Diane Wilson, CAMPO Representative, to provide an update of the draft Harnett County Transportation Plan.
Ms. Wilson stated that the Draft Harnett County Transportation Plan was merely a draft and that changes could be made up until the plan is adopted by the Harnett County Board of Commissioners.  She stated that CAMPO has been working along with NCDOT and the County with development of the draft plan.  She further stated that the Town of Angier adopted its Transportation Plan in 2008 and efforts have been made to mesh the two plans with very few tweaks to the Angier Plan and with the efforts of CAMPO, FAMPO and RPO, the plans have been analyzed carefully to develop an overall plan that will benefit the entire county.

Mr. Walston reviewed maps that were distributed in the Board agenda packets and stated that this was a plan developed to the year 2035, making note of roads with the main planning concerns and highlighted the priority projects by NCDOT.  Mr. Walston stated that he expected a draft recommendation to be adopted by the Harnett County Board of Commissioner slate this year or the beginning of next year and upon their adoption, the draft recommendation will be presented to the public.
Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Walston and Ms. Wilson for their work on meshing the two plans and there was Board consensus that NCDOT and CAMPO move forward with the draft Harnett County Transportation Plan.

2009 Crepe Myrtle Festival-Street Closing Request-Lisa Thomas-Mayor Ellington recognized Assistant Executive Director Lisa Thomas of the Angier Chamber of Commerce who stated that the 2009 Crepe Myrtle Festival has been scheduled for Saturday, September 12, 2009 and the Chamber Board is requesting that Broad Street to East Church Street be closed between the hours of 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on the day of the event.  
Mayor Ellington asked Ms. Thomas if she had been in touch with the Police Department concerning the request and she responded yes.  She also stated that Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook and Police Chief Bobby Hallman advised her that they would be happy to assist with the event.

Preliminary Engineering Report-Water Lines-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Engineer Bill Dreitzler who presented the Preliminary Engineering Report for water lines.  Mr. Dreitzler stated that MS Consultants was charged with developing a study as to whether to purchase the Harnett County waterlines that are within the Town’s extraterritorial jurisdiction, constructing a new elevated tank, and deciding what level of reliance they will have on Harnett County Public Works as the Town prepares for growth over the next twenty years.  

Mr. Dreitzler stated that if the Town decides to proceed with acquiring the lines from Harnett County that are within Angier’s Planning and Zoning jurisdiction, plans should be made to install and replace a number of waterlines. He advised the Town Board that his recommendation would not be to move forward without addressing storage issues.  (The Executive Summary of the Preliminary Engineering Report is incorporated as Attachment #2.  The entire report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office).  No action was taken by the Town Board.
8-c.
Trash Removal Discussion-Residential/Commercial Refuse Disposal and Collection-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that this work session was meant to be informational on a variety of topics.  He further stated that a few months ago, there was a budget amendment approved by the Town Board due to a shortage in garbage collections.  He added that due to the shortage, he and Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook have been working quite extensively with the General Manager of Waste Industries in an effort to determine the best solution that would be of benefit to the town regarding the handling containers and dumpsters at apartment complexes.

Town Manager Price stated that the Public Works staff has gone through a series of inventories of the trash receptacles and Waste Industries employees have done the same. He stated that at the special call meeting in July, the Town Board directed Staff to review avenues to address the lost revenue regarding trash collection. 

Town Manager Price stated that letters were sent out to residents who had more than once container and Public Works staff counted carts at each residence.  He further stated that the number of containers counted by Waste Industries and staff were close in number and staff would continue to monitor vacancies on a monthly basis in order to maintain an accurate number of containers.  

Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook stated that he and Mayor Ellington met with Ben Habets, who is General Manager of Waste Industries and there was an agreement that Waste Industries would pick up containers from vacant houses and as people move in, Waste Industries will deliver a container.  He added that Waste Industries has worked diligently to help resolve the issue of revenue loss by the Town.

Town Manager Coley Price stated that as a result of the loss in commercial garbage revenue, Staff is recommending an increase in commercial garbage rates and as such, a special call meeting will be held on August 17, 2009 at 7:30 a.m. to consider amendment to the 2009-2010 Rate and Fee Schedule.

Angier Sports and History Museum-Mayor Ellington recognized Mrs. Rachel Barnes and Mrs. Ruth Gregory to come forward and address the Board regarding their desire to initiate a Sports and History Museum in the former Chamber of Commerce office located in the Depot.

Mrs. Barnes stated that they would like to gather archives of the Town of Angier and place the items in the office section of the Depot.  She added that she felt such a museum would be a tremendous asset to the Town and although she and Mrs. Gregory would not be able to do all of the work themselves, they would like the support of the Town Board to move forward with the planning process.
Commissioner Billy Surles stated that housing memorabilia of Angier was a great idea and that he would like to offer his support of this venture.

After discussion, their was a consensus of the Town Board to allow Mrs. Barnes and Mrs. Gregory to move forward with their plans for the Angier Sports and History Museum to be housed in the former office of the Angier Chamber of Commerce.
