TOWN OF ANGIER BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Minutes

August 3, 2010

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, August, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

Planning Board Members Ted Holmes, Paul Strohmeyer and  Everett Blake were present.   Kim Lambert with the Angier Independent was present. 

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Town Manager Coley Price.

Public Forum-Mayor Ellington asked if there was anyone present who would like to address the Town Board.  He recognized Mr. Willis Gregory, a resident who lives outside of the corporate limits of Angier.

Mr. Gregory stated that the Rotary Club requested that he address the Town Board for the purpose of donating a sign with columns welcoming people to the Town of Angier.  He said that the Rotary Club is willing to donate the fence and sign and he is willing to donate the columns, which will not result in a cost to the Town of Angier and will help improve the appearance of the current area where a Welcome to Angier sign is located.
BOARD ACTION:  Following discussion, the Town board voted unanimously to review the sign presented by Mr. Gregory and consider the type and area of signage placement at a future date.

Public Hearing-Ordinance-Town of Angier Code of Ordinances-Re-Codification-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Clerk Joyce Valley who stated that the Town of Angier Code of Ordinances has been revised and re-codified and presented to the Town Board.  She further stated that pursuant to North Carolina General Statutes, two (2) public hearings are required and this evening’s public hearing will meet the requirements of the North Carolina General Statutes as it is the second public hearing held by the Town Board.  She explained the re-codification project.
Following a series of questions by Commissioner Surges and Mrs. Valley’s response, Mayor Ellington opened a public hearing in reference to an Ordinance to Adopt the Town of Angier Code of Ordinances at 7:12 p.m.  He asked if there was anyone present who would like to make any comments in reference to same.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.

6-b.
Public Hearing-Town of Angier-Town of Angier Draft Unified Development Ordinance-Mayor Ellington stated that the Town has worked on the Draft Unified Development Ordinance for the past two years.  He praised Town Staff, the Planning Board and the Planners who have worked so diligently to prepare the Draft UDO.  He added that the ordinance is not perfect, but it has been discussed during eighteen (18) public joint meetings of the Town Board and Angier Planning Board and was recommended by the Planning board at their July meeting.  He yielded to Planner Joseph Jeffries to provide details of the Draft UDO.  
Mr. Jeffries stated that he was present this evening to request two public hearings; one for the Zoning Map and one for the Unified Development Ordinance.   He stated that after the 18 public joint meetings referred to by Mayor Ellington and the multiple technical meetings, the Planning Board has recommended these documents to the Town Board for consideration.

He explained that the UDO consists of the Town’s Zoning Ordinance, Subdivision Ordinance and Floodplain Ordinance and was last revised in 2006; however, over the years, there have been many amendments in an effort to make improvements to the current ordinance.  He added that in order to determine the actual issues with the current ordinance as far as development and technical problems, Town Staff has made an effort to prepare a new document which will combine all of the ordinances into one complete document, which will include the Zoning Ordinance, Subdivision Ordinance, Floodplain and Watershed Ordinance.
Mr. Jeffries stated that the Draft UDO is not a perfect document, but when problems are found within the ordinance, there will be an opportunity for changes to occur in order to make the document practical.  He added that many issues have been addressed in the document.

Mr. Jeffries stated that the second public hearing was called to hear public comment in reference to the Town of Angier Zoning Map.  He further stated that no changes have been made to the corporate limits or the extraterritorial jurisdiction.  He referred to the map and stated that some of the zoning classification shave been changed due to lot size and created zoning classifications that will bring the lots in conformance with the Unified  Development Ordinance.  He added that in some cases, there were only name changes and no major changes were made to RA-30.  He further stated that letters were sent out to property owners who would be affected by the change in property zoning classification.
Mayor Ellington opened a public hearing in reference to the Draft Unified Development Ordinance at 7:24 p.m.  He asked if there was anyone present who would like to speak for or against the Draft Unified Development Ordinance.

Mr.  Jimmy Johnson, a resident of 350 Woodcroft Drive in Angier and Angier business owner, stated that he has some concerns with the Town Board adopting the Unified Development Ordinance without a final copy available to them at this meeting.  He further stated that his understanding is that Town Staff borrowed information from other municipalities in preparation of this document and his thoughts are that Angier is not like all of these other municipalities.
Mr. Jeffries stated that the final copy of the Unified Development Ordinance will be published on the Town’s website and will be available at Town Hall; however, changes discussed at the last joint meeting have been incorporated into the final Draft UDO and will be available on the Town’s website for public inspection.

Commissioner Surles stated that he does not feel that the public has had the opportunity to read the final draft UDO at this point and would be in favor of delaying the adoption until another meeting between the Town Board and Planning Board.

Mayor Ellington stated that the Planning Board recommended adoption of the UDO at their last meeting and at this point, the town Board must make a decision regarding the UDO.

Mr. Jeffries stated that the public has had the opportunity to attend any and all of the eighteen meetings that have been held to discuss the Draft UDO.  He further stated that Town Staff has taken information from other municipalities and incorporated some of those ideas and combination of ideas into the Town’s UDO because there is no reason to re-invent the wheel when preparing a document that will take Angier into the future and many of these municipalities have tested their ordinances.  He added that this draft document is a better document for the citizens, developers and staff of the Town of Angier and there may be some items that will require a change, but those changes can be dealt with at future meetings.  He stated that the final document was sent out to the Boards sixty days ago and with the exception of the changes made on Tuesday night, the document is now updated with those changes and every property owner affected by the rezoning was sent a letter to notify them of the meetings.
With no further discussion, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to an Ordinance to Adopt the Unified Development Ordinance at 7:42 p.m.

Hearing no comments, he closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:45 p.m.  Mayor Ellington stated that the Draft Zoning Map was a part of the Draft Unified Development Ordinance and as such, his recommendation is that the Town Board tables the adoption of the Zoning Map until the September meeting.

Manager’s Report

a. Town Manager Coley Price yielded to Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill who provided the Town Board with an update of issues he has dealt with as far as code enforcement since he was hired in December, 2007.
Mr. Hill stated that since December, 2007, there have been 76 cases with Minimum Housing violations and there are 15 of those houses that continue to be active under the Minimum Housing Code.  He added that five structures were demolished in 2010 and removed by their owners.

Mr. Hill stated that he has delivered 175 door warnings for high grass.

Town Manager Price provided the following update to the Town Board:

· Cruise-In Downtown-August 6th and September 3rd-6:00 p.m.-Town Manager Price stated that 70-80 cars have been on display during the cruise-in and is proving to be a successful draw to the downtown area.

· Harnett Local Government Association Meeting-Monday, August 23, 2010, 6:30 p.m.  Town Manager Price stated that Campbell University will make an announcement at this meeting.

· PARTF Grant-Phase II-Town received $328,000 grant, with Town matching a portion of $164,000.  Town Manager Price stated that he and Recreation Director Derek McLean would be overseeing this project and plans are to add fitness stations, shuffleboards, additional trash receptacles, renovation to field 4 and bleachers, a fountain in the lake, another pre-fabricated shelter and additional parking spaces at Jack Marley Park.

Town Manager Price stated that Town Staff has been disappointed with contractors on the Highway 55 project which has been delayed due to various reasons and was scheduled to be completed by this time.  He apologized to the citizens and merchants who have been very patient during this project.

· Various Project Updates offered by Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook who informed the Town Board that the Pump Station Conversion project should be closed out within the next thirty days.

Mayor and Town Board Reports-Commissioner Surles asked if it would be possible for the Town Board and Planning Board to have a joint meeting at the next regular Planning Board meeting to discuss the Draft Unified Development Ordinance since he feels that the public has not had the opportunity to review the final document prepared by the Town’s Planning Staff in detail.
Town Clerk Joyce Valley informed the Town Board that the final revisions were sent to her by Town Planning Staff late this afternoon and had not been posted on the Town’s website; however, she would have the Final Draft posted on the website by Wednesday morning, August 4, 2010.

Mayor Ellington stated that the Planning Board has recommended adoption of the Unified Development Ordinance and the adoption is now the duty of the Town Board; therefore, he does not feel that additional meetings are necessary for discussion of the UDO as long as citizens have had the opportunity to view the document prior to the September Town Board meeting.
