The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 7, 2010 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

Audit Report-FY 2009/2010 Chris Abbott & Associates-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Auditor, Chris Abbott who presented the FY 2009/2010 audit of financial statements to the Town Board.  Mr. Abbott distributed copies of the audit to the Town Board and thanked the Board for allowing him to audit the Town’s financial records.  He highlighted the following items from the audit:

Management Discussion and Analysis:

· The assets of the Town of Angier exceeded its liabilities at the close of the fiscal year by $14,093,631. (net assets)

· The government’s total net assets increased by $682,449, primarily due to increases in the governmental and enterprise type activities net assets such as the purchase of additional vehicles, buildings, land, infrastructure, and equipment.

· As of the close of the current fiscal year, the Town of Angier’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund balances of $3,328,116, an increase of $304,422 in comparison with the prior year.  Approximately 75.62 percent of this total amount, or $2,516,805 is available for spending at the government’s discretion. (unreserved fund balance).

· At the end of the current fiscal year, unreserved fund balance for the General Fund was $2,494,506 or 97.58 percent of total general fund expenditures, for the fiscal year.

· At June 30, 2010, the Town of Angier’s total debt was $5,449,685.  Decreases to the Town’s debt were due to payment of annual debt payments.

· The Town of Angier has a Municipal Council Rating of 79.  This rating is considered an investment grade rating and average or better than average for a town of Angier’s population.

Mr. Abbott stated that several particular aspects of the Town’s financial operations influenced the total unrestricted governmental net assets:

· Continued low cost of debt due to the Town’s high bond rating.

· The Town of Angier’s commitment to pursue the funding of projects through state and federal grant revenues.

· The acquisition of capital assets needed to continue and improve upon services provided to the Citizens and Businesses of the Town of Angier.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Abbott for his completion of a timely audit.

Mr. Abbott informed the Town Board that should they have questions once they have had the opportunity to review the audit material, to give him a call at their convenience.  (Clerk’s Note:  The FY 2009-2010 Audit is filed in the Town Clerk’s Office)

Public Hearings and New Business Consideration

a. Public Hearing/Consideration-Rezoning Request-R.L. Properties, LLC-General Commercial to R-10 Conditional Multi-Family-Mayor Ellington yielded to Planner Samantha Ficzko who reviewed the request by applicant R.L. Properties, LLC to rezone 2 (two) lots located off of Raleigh Street (PIN(s)#0673-68-8299.000 & 0673-68-9401.000 from General Commercial to R-10 Conditional Multi-Family.  
Ms. Ficzko stated that applicant Des Langdon, has requested this rezoning in order to facilitate the development of the 2 lots, totaling 1 (one) acre.  She further stated that the Planning Board met on November 9, 2010 and recommended the request of R.L. Properties, LLC with the following conditions:
· The rezoning petition was approved for: R-10 Conditional-Multifamily.  One of the units allowed may be utilized for either residential or office purposes.

· The revised site plan, submitted November 9, 2010, shall be the basis for approval of the development layout and overall design.

· No more than 10 units shall be allowed, in conformance with the existing regulations.

· The building elevations submitted with the application shall be the basis for design of the buildings.

· A variance of the front setback will be necessary to allow development of the properties for the requested use.
Mayor Ellington asked applicant Des Langdon if he would like to make any comment to which Mr. Langdon responded no.

Mayor Ellington asked Mr. Langdon if he was in agreement with the conditions as stated above and recommended by the Planning Board for the rezoning of the two (2) lots.  Mr. Langdon responded that he was in agreement with the conditions as placed upon the two (2) lots by the Angier Planning Board.
Mayor Ellington stated that the public hearing was advertised on November 23, 2010 and November 30, 2010.  He opened a public hearing in reference to same at 7:31 p.m. and asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the rezoning of two (2) lots located off of Highway 55-Raleigh Street from General Commercial (GC) to R-10 Conditional Multi-Family.
Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:32 p.m. 

BOARD ACTION: The Town Board unanimously approved the rezoning request by RL Properties, LLC to rezone 2 (two) lots located off of Hwy 55 (Raleigh Street) from General Commercial (GC) to R-10 Conditional Multi-Family. (Attachment #2-Rezoning Staff Report)

b. Public Hearing/Consideration-Unified Development Ordinance-Text Amendment-Mayor Ellington yielded to Planner Samantha Ficzko who stated that upon review of the rezoning request by RL Properties, LLC, Staff determined that setbacks in the Multi-Family Zoning District would require amendment due to the requirements for small lots being too stringent in the Multi-Family zoning district and it would be difficult to develop lots in this district with present requirement of a 100 ft. setback; therefore, amendment to UDO Chapter 4, Section 4.2.9 Multi-Family Residential on projects less than 5 acres was recommended to be amended to 50 feet by the Planning Board at their November 9, 2010 meeting.
Mayor Ellington stated that the notice of public hearing was advertised on November 23, 2010 and November 30, 2010 in the Angier Independent.  He opened a public hearing in reference to same at 7:40 p.m.  With no one coming forward to speak for or against amendment of Chapter 4, Section 4.2.9 of the Unified Development Ordinance, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:41 p.m.
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved an amendment to Chapter 4, Section 4.2.9 of the Unified Development Ordinance.  (Attachment #3-UDO Text Amendment-Chapter 4, Section 4.2.9)
c. Public Hearing/Consideration-Hazard Mitigation Plan-Mayor Ellington yielded to Harnett County Senior Planner Jay Sikes who informed the Town Board that the State of North Carolina has approved Harnett County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan and for the Town of Angier to fall under the County’s Plan, it is necessary for the Town Board to adopt a Resolution to Adopt Harnett County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.
Mr. Sikes stated that the Town must adopt this Plan in order to be reimbursed by FEMA in the event of a natural disaster such as a hurricane, tornado, flood, etc.

After discussion, there was a consensus of the Town Board to place the signs at the locations as presented by Town Manager Price and Director Jimmy Cook.  There was also a consensus of the Board to use the sign color and columns as presented to them by Town Manager Price.
Commissioner Surles asked if the Town has site approval to place these entrance signs on the property.
Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook responded that he has contacted all owners of property where the proposed signs are to be installed and has received permission from the property owners.  Staff is now contacting NCDOT to review the locations and the types of signs proposed for the entranceways.
