Regular Meeting

December 6, 2011

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 6,  2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.  

Commissioners Present: Commissioners Billy Surles, Craig Honeycutt, Billy Yeargin and Alvis McKoy.

Commissioners Absent:  None
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager; Joyce Valley, Town Clerk; Amanda Davis, Library Director, Betty Pearson, Planning Technician, Jimmy Cook, Public Works Director,  Bobby Hallman, Police Chief.  Also present were Planning Board members Ted Holmes and Peter Diefenbach.   The Honorable District Court Judge Charles Blalock was present to administer oaths of office to the Mayor and Commissioners. Kim Lambert represented the Angier Independent.  

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Commissioner Alvis McKoy.

Old Business
a. Presentation of Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Audit-Chris Abbott, CPA

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Auditor Chris Abbott who presented the FY 2010/2011 audit of financial statements to the Town Board.  Mr. Abbott distributed copies of the audit to the Town Board and thanked the Board for allowing him to audit the Town’s financial records.  He highlighted the following items from the audit:
· The assets of the Town of Angier exceeded its liabilities at the close of the fiscal year by $14,867,534 (net assets)

· The government’s total net assets increased by $773,903, primarily due to increases in the governmental and enterprise type activities net assets such as the purchase of additional vehicles, buildings, land, infrastructure, and equipment.

· As of the close of the current fiscal year, the Town of Angier’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund balances of $3,371,502, an increase of $43,386 in comparison with the prior year.  Approximately 25.23 percent of this total amount, or $850,592, is non spendable or restricted.

· At the end of the current fiscal year, unassigned fund balance for the General Fund was $2,500,296 or 83.42 percent of total general fund expenditures, for the fiscal year.
·  Town’s debt was due to payment of annual debt payments.

· The Town of Angier has a Municipal Council Rating of 79.  This rating is considered an investment grade rating and average or better than average for a town of Angier’s population.

Mr. Abbott stated that several particular aspects of the Town’s financial operations influenced the total unrestricted governmental net assets:

· Continued low cost of debt due to the Town’s high bond rating.
· The Town of Angier’s commitment to pursue the funding of projects through state and federal grant revenues.

· The acquisition of capital assets needed to continue and improve services provided to the citizens and businesses of the Town of Angier.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Abbott for his completion of a timely audit.  He also expressed appreciation to Finance Director Vanessa Young who could not be in attendance at the meeting.
Mr. Abbott informed the Town Board that should they have questions once they have had the opportunity to review the audit material, to give him a call at their convenience.  (Clerk’s Note:  The FY 2010-2011 Audit is filed in the Town Clerk’s Office)

The Honorable District Court Judge Charlie Bullock administered the Oaths of Office to Mayor R.H. Manager’s Report

Town Manager Price provided the Town Board with the following update:

· Depot Renovation-Town Manager Price stated that landscape renovations will be done in phases and expressed appreciation to Ricky Temple for his donation of labor and time to this project.  He added that input regarding the landscaping would be welcomed from citizens.

· Way finding Signage-This project has been delayed for a few months due to the State of NC’s suspension of awarding Federal contracts pending the issues with wages rates pursuant to the Davis-Bacon Act.
· Poplar Street Sidewalk- Received authorization to construct letter from NCDOT and pre-construction meeting has been scheduled for December 20, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.  A letter informing effected citizens of this meeting has been mailed.
· Entrance Signs-All entrance signs have been installed and the area surrounding them has been landscaped.
· Town Offices will be closed on Monday and Tuesday, December 26th and December 27th for Christmas holidays and Monday, January 2, 2012 for New Year’s Day.
· Christmas in the Square was held on Thursday, December 1st and went very well.  
· Saturday, December-3rd-Angier Christmas Parade-10:00 a.m. The parade was successful with a great turnout.
· A special joint meeting of the Town Board and Planning Board has been scheduled for Tuesday, January 17, 2012 at 4:00 p.m.  This is a visioning session to discuss future infrastructure, transportation, development/redevelopment and growth needs.
· There will be no regular Board of Adjustment Meeting in December.
· Farm Tour lunch meeting sponsored by Angier Chamber was held on  November 18th at 12 noon. This was a very informative meeting as David Gardner’s farm was visited during this event.
