December 1, 2009
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, December 1, 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four Board Members were present as the meeting opened.

Presentation of FY 2008-2009 Audit-Chris Abbott-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Auditor Chris Abbott with Chris Abbott & Associates who presented the FY 2008-2009 audit of financial statements to the Town Board.  Mr. Abbott distributed copies of the audit to the Town Board and thanked the Board for allowing him to audit the Town’s financial records.  He highlighted the following items from the audit:

Management’s Discussion and Analysis:
· The assets of the Town of Angier exceeded its liabilities at the close of the fiscal year by $13,411,182 (net assets).

· The government’s total net assets increased by $5,858, primarily due to increases in the governmental and enterprise type activities net assets such as the purchase of additional vehicles, buildings, land, infrastructure, and equipment.
· As of the close of the current fiscal year, unreserved fund balance for the General Fund
·  was $2,291,688, or 83.47 percent of total general fund expenditures for the fiscal year.

· At June 30, 2009, the Town of Angier’s total debt was $5,530,123.  Increases to the Town’s debt were due to the issuance of revenue bond anticipation notes.  

· The Town of Angier has a Municipal Council Rating of 79.  This rating is considered an investment grade rating and average or better than average for a town of Angier’s population.

· Very slow economy is producing a big impact on the number of homes built which reduces permit fees and water/sewer tap fees which affects the general and utility fund and continue to increase code enforcement and minimum housing efforts in order to improve property values.
· Property tax revenues are projected to increase primarily due to this being a revaluation year.  The Town will use these increases in revenues to finance programs currently in place.  The total budget for the 2010 year is less than the 2009 budget.

· The Town is currently coordinating with Harnett County concerning its sewer treatment and available capacities to provide quality service to the citizens of Angier and therefore may need to adjust sewer rates accordingly.

Mr. Abbott stated that in prior years, he had recommended the Town implement a fixed asset program and this program has been initiated by the Town within the past few months, which will be reflected in the next audit report.  He asked the Board if they had any specific questions that they would like for him to address.  
Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Abbott for his completion of a timely audit.

Mr. Abbott informed the Town Board that should they have questions once they have had the opportunity to review the audit material, to give him a call at their convenience.  (Clerk’s Note:  The FY 2008-2009 Audit Report is located in the Town Clerk’s Office Files).

Mayor Ellington recessed the regular meeting at 7:21 p.m.

Request for Extension-Helen Holloway-108 S. Park Avenue-Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that Mrs. Helen Holloway issued a request to address the Town Board regarding an extension of time allowed to bring her property located at 108 South Park Avenue up to Minimum Housing Code.

Mayor Ellington asked Mrs. Holloway to come forward and state her name and address for the record.

Mrs. Helen Holloway, a resident of 216 South State Street, stated that because she was out of town a majority of time, she would like to request that the Town Board extend the time initially allowed for her to bring the property located at 108 South Park Avenue.  She told the Town Board that the contractor she hired was having difficulty with supplies being stolen from the house, but promised the Town Board that the work would be finished in thirty (30) days. 
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved the extension of thirty (30) days to allow Mrs. Helen Holloway an extension of time to bring the property located at 108 South Park Avenue to meet building Minimum Housing Code.

Mayor Ellington advised Mrs. Holloway that should the property not meet the building code at the end of the 30 day extension, the property located at 108 S. Park Avenue will be demolished on January 4, 2010.
11.  Manager’s Report
Town Manager Coley Price provided the Town Board with the following update:

· The Planning Board will meet on Tuesday, December 8, 2009.  Joseph Jeffries will provide an update of the UDO and we will also provide an update of the Transportation Plan and various projects around town.

· Town Offices will be closed on Thursday December 24th and Friday, December 25th for the Christmas holidays.  Offices will also be closed on Friday, January 1, 2008 in observance of New Year’s Day.  The garbage collection schedule will be one day behind the regular pick up day schedule during the holidays.

· The Angier Tree Lighting Ceremony will be held on Thursday, December 3rd at 7 p.m. in front of Town Hall.

· The Angier Christmas Parade will be held on Saturday, December 5th beginning at 10:00.

· Our annual Christmas Dinner will be held on Monday, December 7th at the Barrington House in Dunn beginning at 6:30 (social) and dinner (7).  Please let Joyce know if you will be attending by Monday, November 30th in order for a headcount to be given to the Barrington house.

Town Manager Price provided an update of the recycling program.   He advised the Town Board that he planned to invite Waste Industries Manager Ben Habets to a meeting to discuss the recycling program in greater detail.  There was some discussion regarding the current volume of recyclables being placed in the bins on Dora Street.  
Town Manager Price congratulated the Harnett Central football team for making it to the semifinal State championship game which will be held on Saturday, December 12, 2009.

Town Manager Price asked Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook to provide an update on the water and wastewater projects. 
Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook informed the Town Board that contractors are currently working on the forms for the pump station and equipment is onsite.  He added that the project is progressing with a February completion date.

Mayor and Town Board Reports-Mayor Pro-Tem Carney expressed appreciation to all of those citizens who voted for him in the election.  Commissioner Surles expressed appreciation to the downtown merchants for recent renovations to their buildings.
