5. Public Forum-At this time, an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.

Marcia Everette, a resident of 66 Sunrise Lane, addressed the Town Board with a request for a facility to show documentaries as is done at the Community Center in Fuquay.  She stated that the documentaries were meant to create social awareness and at the present time, there were eight members in the interested group.

After answering a series of questions by the Town Board, Ms. Everette stated that these documentaries were movies such as “Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.”, a documentary with film footage.

Librarian Amanda Davis informed Ms. Everette that documentaries had copyright laws and a license was required to be able to show this type of movie.  Ms. Everette stated that she was unaware of the law and would contact someone to inquire about how the documentaries were licensed in Fuquay.  She expressed appreciation to the Town Board for allowing her to address them with the request.
Mayor Ellington closed the Public Forum and informed Ms. Everette that her request would be forwarded to a member of Staff for an available facility once she had investigated the licensing requirement for showing documentaries.
