The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, February 1, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

7-a.  Resolution-Repeal 2002 Personnel Policy and Adoption of Revised Personnel Policy and Substance Abuse Policy-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that the Personnel Policy adopted in 2002 has been revised and rewritten.  He added that a public hearing was advertised in reference to same on December 21, 2010 and the Personnel Policy and Substance Abuse Policy has been available in the office of the Town Clerk since that date for viewing by the public and Town employees.  He further stated that a public hearing to hear and receive public comment with regard to same was held at the Board’s regular meeting on January 4, 2011 and decision to adopt the policies were tabled until tonight’s meeting in order to allow time for the new Town Attorney, Shaunis Mercer and new Commissioner, Alvis McKoy to have the opportunity to review the content of each policy.
Mayor Ellington asked if anyone present had any questions with regard to the revised Personnel Policy and Substance Abuse Policy.  With no one making comment, Mayor Ellington entertained a motion from the Board.

Project Ordinance-Jack Marley Park-Phase II-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that the Project Ordinance has been included in the agenda packets for Board consideration of the Jack Marley Park Phase II project through the PARTF grant.  

Town Manager Price stated that currently, bid tabulations for the project are coming in and bids are extremely good.   He added that the bids are broken down into each part of the project (fitness stations, shuffleboard courts, prefabricated shelter, bench installation, arch-type swing, trash receptacles, dog receptacles, prefabricated dug out shelter).  
Town Manager Price stated that he and Recreation Director Derek McLean were in the process of obtaining the parking finishing design, which should be complete by the middle of next week and would receive bids on the parking space project once the design is complete.   He added that they were looking at the fountain bids and grants that will be done as well with this project.

Mayor Ellington stated that based on bids that are being received; it appears there may be some savings with this project.  

Town Manager Price responded that if there were any savings at the end of this project, he would relay this to the Town Board and further options could be discussed at that time.

Mayor Pro-Tem Billy Surles asked if it would be possible to use any of the PARTF grant funds to improve the recently donated Gray property.
Town Manager Price stated that he and Recreation Director McLean were reviewing the various options of enhancing the donated property and will share some ideas with the Board when all options have been reviewed thoroughly and costs are available.  He added that the Town’s engineer is reviewing various parking space options which will be presented to the Board once complete.

Town Manager Price responded that letters would be sent out to the four civic clubs mentioned by Mr. Gregory during his original presentation; however, Mr. Gregory has since sold the company.

Mayor Ellington asked the Board if they were happy with the design of the entrance signs.  After discussion and approval of the design, the Town Board voted to approve of the design and color as presented during the meeting.
