New Business-LGC Bond Resolution and Series Bond Resolution 2009A and Series Bond 
Resolution 2009B
a. LGC Bond Resolution-Mayor Ellington asked Town Manager Coley Price to review the LGC Bond Resolution with the Town Board.  Mr. Price stated that the documents were prepared by the Town’s Bond Attorneys, Womble, Carlyle, Sandridge and Rice, PLLC.  He further stated that the Bond Order authorizes the issuance of Sanitary Sewer Bonds to provide funds to construct improvements to the Town’s sanitary sewer system; providing for the issuance of revenue bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance of revenue bonds; providing for the collection of service charges for the use of the system; providing for the creation of certain special funds; pledging to the payment of the principal of and the interest on the revenue bonds and notes certain revenues for the system; setting forth the rights and remedies of holders; and setting forth the details of certain related matters.  

Town Manager Price explained that the Town is authorized by the State and Local 
Government Revenue Bond Act to issue its revenue bonds to provide moneys for the 
to provide regional sanitary sewer services.  



Town Manager Price informed the Board that the Local Government Commission of North 


Carolina has approved the application of the Town for the issuance of revenue bonds in an 


amount not exceeding $3,161,000 for the purpose of providing funds, together with other 



available funds, to finance the cost of the project.


Mayor Ellington asked if the Town Engineer had provided a cost breakdown of the project.



Town Manager Price responded yes and Mayor Ellington recessed the meeting at 7:30 a.m. in 


order for Mr. Price to obtain the document.



Mayor Ellington reconvened the meeting at 7:40 a.m. and Town Manager Price distributed the 


project cost breakdown of Phase I and Phase II of the Wastewater Conversion Project as 



provided by M.S. Consultants to the Town Board.  (Attachment #1)
