FY 2007-08 Audit Report-Chris Abbott and Associates-Town Auditor Chris Abbott presented the Audit Report for fiscal year 2007-08.  He highlighted the following items from the audit:

· The assets of the Town of Angier exceeded its liabilities at the close of the fiscal year by $13,405,324 (net assets).

· The government’s total net assets increased by $868,696, primarily due to increases in the governmental and enterprise type activities net assets such as the purchase of additional vehicles, buildings, land, infrastructure, and equipment.

· As of the close of the current fiscal year, the Town of Angier’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund balances of $3,089,660, an increase of $326,092 in comparison with the prior year.  Approximately 48.9 percent of this total amount, or $1,510,900, is available for spending at the government’s discretion (unreserved fund balance).

· At the end of the current fiscal year, unreserved fund balance for the General Fund was $1,141,185, or 54.1 percent of total general fund expenditures, for the fiscal year.

· At June 30, 2008, the Town of Angier’s total debt was $3,123,390.  Increases to the Town’s debt were due to the issuance of new debt to finance equipment and building purchases.

· The Town of Angier has maintained a Municipal Council Rating of 78 since May 2004.  This rating is considered an investment grade rating and average or better than average for a town of Angier’s population.

Mr. Abbott stated that the Town is in excellent financial condition based on current economic conditions.  He expressed appreciation to the Town Board and Staff for their cooperation during the audit and advised the Board that once they had the opportunity to review the report, they could feel free to call him with any questions or concerns.
