The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, July 5, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

New Business
a. Text Amendment-Unified Development Ordinance-Chapter 9: Infrastructure, Section 9.3 Lighting

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Price who stated that at the June 7, 2011 regular meeting, a public hearing was held in reference to the proposed Unified Development Ordinance Text Amendment, which would amend Chapter 9: Infrastructure, Section 9.3 Lighting; with no one speaking for or against the issue.  He added that the Town Board tabled consideration of the amendment until this evening’s meeting due to Staff requesting to review a couple of items within the text prior to consideration by the Board.  He stated that the amendment designates standards and style of street lighting within the Town of Angier.  
Town Manager Price referred the Board to the text amendment included in their agenda packets.

Mayor Ellington asked the Board if they had any questions with regard to the proposed text amendment.

With no questions or comments asked, Mayor Ellington entertained a motion for consideration of the proposed text amendment.

b.  Water Quality Discussion-Permit #03-43-015-Town Manager Price stated that recently, Public Works Director Jimmy Cook was notified that the Town recently received notification on June 20, 2011 from the State of North Carolina that the Town of Angier has levels of total Trihalomethanes above drinking water standards.  He further stated that as required by the State, all consumers of the the Town’s water supply must be notified by bulk mail as specified in 15A NCAC 18C.1523.  Town Manager Price introduced Winston Cole, a water quality specialist with the North Carolina Department of Health and Natural Resources to explain the testing criteria and the substance Trihalomethane.
Mr. Cole stated that in March, samples of water taken were above the maximum contaminate level (MCL) for Total Trihalomethanes (TTHMs).  He further stated that the standard for TTHMs is 0.080 milligrams per liter (mg/L) and the average level of TTHMs for the last 12 months was .081 mg/L, which put the Town over their 12 month running average.  He added that this is not an immediate risk and if it had been, the public would have been notified immediately, although with levels of TTHMs this low, a person would need to consume extremely large amounts of water to be affected by the consumption of Trihalomethanes.  
He explained that Trihalomethanes are a group of four chemicals that are formed along with other disinfection byproducts when chlorine or other disinfectants used to control microbial contaminants in drinking water react with naturally occurring organic and inorganic matter in water.  
Public Works Director Jimmy Cook stated that the Town is working with Harnett County to evaluate the water supply and researching options to correct the problem, which may include treating the water to remove trihalomethanes or extensive flushing of the water system.  He further stated that samples were again taken in June and the results were below the Allowable limits, but not below the 12 month running average.

Commissioner Alvis McKoy voiced his concern that the public may be alarmed when they receive this notice.  
Town Manager Price stated that the Town’s water supply is safe to drink and due to State requirements, a notice must be mailed to every consumer of the Town’s water supply and he added that the public will be well informed by the media.

Commissioner Yeargin asked if home water filters would remove any of the trihalomethane.

Mr. Cole responded that home filters would not be capable of removing all of the contaminants; however, the water is currently safe for human consumption.

Commissioner Surles asked Mr. Cole if he could provide an amount of water a person could consume that would cause health problems.

Mr. Cole responded that although a person would need to consume large amounts of water, it is impossible to offer an accurate response to Commissioner Surles’ question.

Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that the notice would be well publicized and he would meet with Kim Lambert to offer further details regarding the notice and letters would be mailed to all affected consumers.  He added that he would be discussing extra future precautions with Harnett County officials and extra flushing would be done by the Town of Angier, as well as more extra and frequent samples taken by Public Works staff. 
He also stated that Harnett County has recently added a new distribution line, which will help with flushing the system out more frequently, thereby removing contaminants.
Public Works Director Jimmy Cook stated that the State has a sample letter with specific verbiage that must be sent out to water consumers and this letter will be mailed to all of those affected through water consumption.  He further stated that there would be more flushing, which causes resident complaints; however the flushing is necessary to remove contaminants from the water.
8.     Manager’s Report-Town Manager Price provided updates of the following to the           Board:

Updates

· Caboose-Relocation-Town Manager Price stated that there is a committee who has been meeting regarding the design of the Depot area and after the Crepe Myrtle Festival, landscaping and layout decisions on the area and a design will be prepared to begin the project.
· Wayfinding Signage-Town Manager Price stated that the Town received the letter from the North Carolina Department of Cultural Resources State Historic Preservation Office who determined that signage placement is not in a historic district and we can now move forward with this project and before the Town can go out for bids.

· Entrance Signs-Town Manager Price stated that two (2) of the signs have been installed and they look great.  He added that one will be installed on the North end of Town; however, there was a snag in that the airport property owner does not want the sign placed on their property.  He also stated that a sign was placed in front of Will Pope’s law office on Highway 55.

Town Manager Price stated that as directed by the Board, a mock sign was placed at the corner of Kennebec Road in front of the cemetery and although he has received many calls regarding the cardboard sign, it and Town Manager Price stated that a request will be made to property owners to request permission to place a permanent sign on the property.
· Poplar Street Sidewalk Project- Town Manager Price stated that the Town has received confirmation from the North Carolina Department of Cultural Resources State Historic Preservation Office who determined the Poplar Street Sidewalk project is not in a historic district by letter in order to move forward with this project and before the Town can go out for bids, the information will need to go to the Feds for approval prior to bidding out the project.
· Angier Museum Brick Sidewalk Project-Town Manager Price offered an update of this project, informing the Board that 424 bricks (including headers and tiles) were ordered and once they arrive, they will be placed in the sidewalk in front of Angier Elementary School.  
· Dates of Angier Cruise-In Town Manager Price the final dates are September 2, 2011 and October 7, 2011.

· Town Manager Price informed the Board that the well-site property transaction has been closed out.

· The Farmer’s Market is going very well and Coordinator Wanda Gregory has been pleased with the turnout and response by the community.

· Leadership Angier-Leadership Angier initially scheduled for July 18, 2011 was cancelled and rescheduled for August 15, 2011 at noon.   Economic Development will be the topic of discussion at this meeting.
· Town Manager Price updated the Board regarding the fitness classes with Beverly Moore at Jack Marley Park.

Mayor and Town Board Reports

Mayor Pro-Tem Surles asked Town Manager Price if there was a chemical available which could remove the algae from the pond.
Town Manager Price stated that he would contact Sam Williams, who installed the fountain and also treats pond algae to inquire as to what steps should be taken to eliminate algae in the pond.
There was some discussion regarding times that the fountain at Jack Marley Park would be scheduled for operation.  Mayor Pro-Tem Surles stated that some of his constituents would like the fountain to be operating during lunch.  Town Manager Price stated that the times of operation could be changed should the Board desire to have the fountain in operation at different times.
Adjournment: With no further business to discuss for the evening of July 5, 2011, motion by Mayor Pro-Tem Surles, second by Commissioners to adjourn the meeting at 7:53 p.m.  Motion unanimously approved.
