The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, May 5, 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

5. Public Forum-At this time, Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.

Marcia Gillespie, owner of 245 Meadowfield Drive, stated that she owned a daycare in Angier and requested that the lot behind the daycare be mowed due to snakes on the property.  She further stated that she had discussed the weeded lot with Code Enforcement Mike Hill after the lot was mowed by the Town last year and was advised that the Town could not continue mowing the lot.  

Mayor Ellington informed Mrs. Gillespie that her request was noted by Town Manager Coley Price and that the matter would be further investigated by the Code Enforcement Officer.

With no one else coming forward to speak to the Town Board, Mayor Ellington closed the Public Forum.

7-a.Street Closing-Bike Fest-Mayor Ellington yielded to Executive Director of the Angier Chamber
of Commerce, Jamie Strickland, who asked to address the Town Board to obtain permission for Bike Fest which is scheduled for Saturday, June 6, 2009 from 10:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.  She stated that the Bike Fest committee has requested that both sides of Broad Street and Highway 210 to McIver Street be closed for the event and that they would also like to utilize the town hall parking lot and Depot Square area.  
Mrs. Strickland stated that the Chamber has received DOT approval to close that portion of the streets that are under State authority and has discussed the event with Police Chief Bobby Hallman.

Harnett County  Interlocal Agreement-Planning Services-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who informed the Town Board that since termination of the Town’s contract with EDT, the Town has been utilizing the service of Harnett County Planning Department on a trial basis and the trial has worked very well for Angier.  He stated that the department has drafted an agreement between the County and the Town of Angier which has been reviewed by himself and Town Attorney Ray Pleasant.  He added that the Harnett County Board of Commissioners voted to approve the agreement at their regular meeting held on April 20, 2009 and he recommended that the agreement be adopted by the Town Board in order for planning services to be provided by Harnett County. 
Town Manager Price added that Harnett County Planning Department has done an excellent job for the Town of Angier during the trial period and recommended that the Town Board approve the Interlocal Agreement between Harnett County and the Town of Angier for Planning Services with compensation provided to Harnett County in the amount of $1,500.00 per month plus reimbursement of directly incurred out-of-pocket expenses.

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board approved the Interlocal Agreement between the County of Harnett and the Town of Angier to provide planning services as per the Agreement with compensation provided to Harnett County in the amount of $1,500.00 per month plus reimbursement of directly incurred out-of-pocket expenses with term of agreement ending on June 30, 2010. 7. Manager’s Report

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who provided the following report to the Town Board:
· Planning Board-There will not be a Planning Board meeting in May.

· The National Day of Prayer program will be held on Thursday, May 7, 2009 at 7:30 a.m.  Please reserve this date on your calendar for our annual program.

· The FY 2009-10 budget presentation and work session has been scheduled for Monday, May 18, 2009 at 6:30 p.m.

· Town Hall Day is scheduled for Wednesday, May 6, 2009 in Raleigh.

· The Angier Bookworms participated in Harnett County Relay for Life on Friday night, May 1st and Saturday morning, May 2nd at Triton High School.  Librarian Amanda Davis will provide a report on this event.

· Mayor Ellington will provide a report on the Mega-Reunion weekend.

· Town Hall will be closed in observance of Memorial Day on Monday, May 25, 2009.

Town Manager Price also informed the Town Board that with the assistance of Harnett County Planners, progress was being made on the development of the Unified Development Ordinance and he hoped to send a portion of the draft to the Planning Board at their June 9, 2009 meeting.  

Commissioner Carney asked Town Manager Price if he would include accomplishments made over the past six months during the budget work session and Mr. Price responded that he would be happy to include that information.
Commissioner Surles asked if Town Manager Price would provide an update of the sidewalk project.  

Town Manager Price stated that the DOT Acting Division Engineer offered some positive news in that there should be some stimulus funding for the sidewalk project from the fire department to the post office and more information should be provided by July.  He added that with regard to the new school sidewalk project, there were issues with cost and drainage and discussions were still in progress with the project.  

Town Manager Price asked Librarian Amanda Davis to provide an update of the American Cancer Society Relay for Life which was held on May 1st and 2nd, 2009.  She informed the Town Board that the “Angier Bookworms”, consisting of several employees of the Town and patrons of the library, raised a total of $1300 for the American Cancer Society.
Town Manager Price asked Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook to update the Town Board with regard to the Wastewater Conversion project.  
Mr. Cook stated that the project was moving along as scheduled and the contractors, Billings and Garrett have tied into the force main with the exception of pressure testing on pipe.  He added that the specifications for the pump station are currently under review.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to the Mega High School Reunion Committee which was chaired by Wandra Raynor.  He stated that the events scheduled from May 1st and May 2nd, 2009 were a grand success and that the committee would be recognized at the June Town Board meeting. 

Commissioner Surles expressed appreciation to Angier Independent Editor Kim Lambert for her coverage of the Mega Reunion event, as well as to the Angier Police Department and Angier Public Works Department, adding that it is not very often that a reunion of students from 1930 until the present is held and said that everyone worked together for a successful event.

Commissioner Pleasant commented that it was a very enjoyable event.
