The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, November 4, 2010 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

Public Forum-Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.  

With no one coming forward to address the Town Board, Mayor Ellington closed the Public Forum and returned to the regular meeting.

Appointment-Angier Town Board-Billy Yeargin-Mayor Ellington stated that at this time, a new Board Member would be appointed to continue the term of former Commissioner Joe Pleasant who retired on October 6, 2010.

Motion by Commissioner Surles, seconded by Commissioner Honeycutt to appoint Billy Yeargin to fulfill the term vacated by Commissioner Joe Pleasant as Ward 1 Commissioner until the first meeting in December, 2013, pursuant to N.C.G.S. 153A.27.1. (Attachment #1-Oath of Office-Commissioner Billy Yeargin)
Motion unanimously approved.
Swearing-In Ceremony-Mayor Ellington recognized the Honorable Superior Court Judge Charles Bullock who administered the Oath of Office to Billy Yeargin.  Judge Bullock congratulated Commissioner Yeargin.

7-a.
Discussion-Interlocal Sedimentation Control Ordinance-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that DEHNR currently provides erosion and sedimentation control services in its Planning jurisdiction, which is all of Wake County.  He further stated that at this time, DEHNR provides this service to Johnson’s Landing.  He added that Town Staff would like the Board of Commissioners to consider that Wake County provide this service throughout the corporate limits of Angier in order to offer fair, consistent and adequate coverage to protect the watershed.  

Town Manager Price stated that at the present time, DEHNR provides these services throughout Harnett and Wake County; however, with their staffing cutbacks, DEHNR feels they cannot provide adequate service to the Town of Angier at this time.
After discussion, there was a consensus of the Town Board to discuss this matter in more detail during a workshop at a future date.

7-b.
Debris Removal-Harnett County-Town Manager Price stated that Harnett County has requested that the Town of Angier enter into an Interlocal Agreement for the purpose of debris removal in the event of a natural disaster with Unified Recovery Group, LLC.

NCDOT-Federal Agreement-Poplar Street/Dora Street Sidewalk-Town Manager Coley Price stated that presented for Board review and consideration is a Federal Agreement for the Angier Sidewalk Connectivity Project. He informed the Town Board that this project includes a sidewalk on Poplar Street, installing a sidewalk in the front of the school and going to McIver Street to Highway 210, which will connect the school to Jack Marley Park.    He further stated that Mayor Ellington sits on the CAMPO Board and as such, learned that Federal funding was available and the Town applied for this funding, which has been approved and Board approval of this Agreement lets NCDOT know that the Town is ready to move forward with the project.  

Town Manager Price stated that the Agreement is subject to the availability of federal funds and the Town has been designated as a recipient to receive funds allocated to the Department by the Federal Highway Administration up to and not to exceed the maximum award amount of $78,000 for the project.  He added that this project consists of installing sidewalk on Poplar Street from Depot Street to McIver Street and on Dora Street from Raleigh Street to Broad Street.
Commissioner Surles asked Town Manager Price if he knew the cost to purchase the right of ways for this area.

Town Manager Price stated that he believes the Town can stay within the right of ways for this project.

7-d.
Resolution-NCDOT-Pedestrian Planning Grant-Town Manager Coley Price stated that the Town of Angier desires to partner with NCDOT in preparing a Pedestrian Plan for the development of a Masterplan to determine areas in town where facilities are lacking or need improvement and prioritizing those needed improvements to achieve a safe pedestrian network that fully connects the Town.  He added that the Town has been in the process of grant application since 2008, beginning with the sidewalk construction project from the Fire Station to the Post Office.

He added that a Resolution of Support needs approval by the Town Board for financial assistance to prepare a detailed Comprehensive Pedestrian Plan, requesting $20,000 in grant funds and committing $5,000 from the Town of Angier to prepare this plan.
BOARD ACTION: The Town Board unanimously adopted a Resolution of Support to prepare a Pedestrian Plan for the development of a masterplan to prepare a detailed Comprehensive Pedestrian Plan, requesting $20,000 in grant funds and committing $5,000 from the Town of Angier. Acceptance of Land Donation-Deed-Mayor Ellington stated that Mrs. Jean Gray, wife of the late Earl E. Gray, a longtime educator in the Harnett County School system and longtime citizen of Angier, has graciously donated 0.33 acres of property located on Willow Street to the Town of Angier for the purpose of enhancing Jack Marley Park.

Resolution of Appreciation-Land Donation-Mrs. Jean Gray-Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mrs. Jean Gray and her family on behalf of the citizens, Town Board and Staff of the Town of Angier for her generous donation of 0.33 acres of land located on Willow Street for the purpose of enhancing Jack Marley Park. 
He presented a Resolution of Appreciation to Mrs. Gray and her family, who were present.  (Attachment #9-R2010-12)  
Mrs. Gray stated that she was happy to be able to deed this land to the Town of Angier and trusted that the Town would make good use of the property.  She also stated that her husband purchased a shuffle board set that had never been opened and that she would be happy to also make the donation of the shuffle board set to the Town.

Town Manager Price expressed appreciation to Mrs. Gray and her family and stated that he would pass this information along to Recreation Director Derek McLean.

Street Closing-Angier Christmas Parade-Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that the Angier Christmas Parade is scheduled for December 4, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.  He requested, on behalf of the Angier Chamber of Commerce, that the Town close Broad Street for the annual Christmas Parade and added that they would also need to use McIver Street, Poplar, Dunn, Hickory and Wilma Streets for the parade route.

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved the street closing request by the Angier Chamber of Commerce during the duration of the Angier Christmas Parade on December 4, 2010 beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Resolution-Sanitary Sewer Bond Anticipation Notes-Town Manager Price stated that as a result of Phase II of the Wastewater Project, this resolution is needed to renew the Sanitary Sewer Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2009B of the Town dated February 26, 2009, in the amount of $1.4 million, maturing December 10, 2010, and bearing interest at a rate of 2.79% per annum, issued in anticipation of the proceeds of a like amount of said bonds, the proceeds of such Prior Note were used to pay a portion of the cost of the Wastewater Project.
BOARD ACTION: The Town Board unanimously approved a Resolution to Approve Sanitary Sewer Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2009B, of the Town dated February 26, 2009 in the amount of $1.4 million, maturing December 10, 2010 be extended to mature on March 10, 2012.  (Attachment #10)

Mayor and Town Board Reports-Mayor Ellington asked Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook to provide a recycling update.
