Regular Meeting

October 4, 2011

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, October 4, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

New Business

a. ABC Audit Report-Scott May-Mayor Ellington yielded to Auditor Scott May with May and Place, CPA, who audits records of the ABC Board.  Mr. May distributed copies of the Audited Financial Statements of the Angier ABC Board for years ending June 30, 2011 and 2010 and provided the Town Board with a summary of the ABC Board’s financial records.  (A copy of the audit is located in the Town Clerk’s Office)
Mr. May stated that he found no errors or irregularities within the ABC store’s financial records.  He further stated that revenues were flat due to the depressed economy; however, the ABC Board has imposed some pro-active money saving techniques to reduce the debt load.  He added that Staff has been reduced, inventory has been reduced and the new store loan was refinanced.

Mayor Ellington stated that the Town has not received a distribution from the ABC Board since 2007.
Mr. May stated that if the ABC Store met minimum requirement distributions as set forth by State statute, they would be required to make a distribution to the Town unless the Town Board waived the distribution; however, the minimum requirement has not been met since 2007 which is why no distribution has been made to the Town.
Mr. May stated that recent trends have shown sales to be trending upward and noted that the State of NC raised excise taxes which result in 23% (twenty-three percent) of sales.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. May for his presentation of the ABC Audit.

b. Irrigation Well Policy-Town Manager Coley Price stated that he has received several requests from citizens who would like to dig a well for irrigation purposes within the corporate limits.  He further stated that Staff has researched this issue among neighboring towns and learned that Fuquay-Varina, Holly Springs, Apex, Raleigh and Cary allow irrigation wells and a policy has been drafted for Board approval allowing irrigation wells within the corporate limits.  He added that a policy and application with specific requirements for the irrigation wells is needed in order to stipulate cross connection prevention and to allow water conservation.

Manager’s Report

Town Manager Price provided the following update to the Town Board:

· Caboose-Depot Renovation project is progressing as wax myrtles have been removed from around the building and the committee will enlist the assistance of a professional landscaper to provide advice with regard to design and landscape options for the area.  He invited anyone who would like to help with the renovation to attend this meeting.

· Way finding Signage-We are waiting on NCDOT approval.

· McIver Street Sidewalk-Town Manager Price met with John Birath, who is involved with the school system to discuss landscaping for the sidewalk.  Once the landscaping is complete, a ceremony will be scheduled for the brick project.
· Poplar/Dora Street Sidewalk-The pre-construction meeting is scheduled for October 11, 2011 at 2:00 p.m.
· Entrance Signs-Agreements are in place with property owners and the Town will lease the spaces for $1 per year for ten years.  The right of way has been certified for placement of the sign near Johnson’s Landing and Scott Brown will try to get the sign installed within the next thirty days.
· Date of Angier Cruise-In-The last Cruise In is scheduled for October 7, 2011.
· Farmer’s Market Update-The Angier Farmer’s Market season ended on September 24th.  Town Manager Price met with Coordinator Wanda Gregory who said that the first Farmer’s Market was successful.  She will come back before the Board in early 2012 to discuss holding the market in the 2012 season.
· Crepe Myrtle Festival was held on Saturday, September 10th and was very successful. The golf tournament is scheduled for Monday, October 10, 2011 at Reedy Creek Golf Course.

· The election is Tuesday, November 8, 2011.  Polls will be open from 6:30 a.m. until 7:30 p.m.  New location is Angier Elementary School, 103 E. McIver Street.

· Harnett Forward Together will hold their annual dinner on October 26th beginning with a Social at 5:30 p.m. an dinner at 6:00 p.m.  It will be held in the new Lillington Community Center.
· There will be no Planning Board meeting held on October 11th.

· There will be no Board of Adjustment meeting held on October 18th due to withdrawal by the applicant.

· Halloween festivities will be held downtown by the Library on October 31st from 6:00 pm. until 8:00 p.m. at Depot Square.  Library Director Amanda Davis stated that the library will be taking candy for fines beginning October 3, 2011 and ending on October 31st at 5:00 p.m. to help supply candy for the downtown event.
