September 7, 2010
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 7, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

Public Forum-Mayor Ellington asked if there was anyone present who would like to address the Town Board.  He recognized Ms. Linda Smith, a resident of 137 West Church Street.

Ms. Smith informed the Town Board that there are several road hazards in Angier due to overgrowth of brush and tree limbs which block the view of oncoming traffic at various intersections.  She presented the Board with several photographs.  (These photos are filed in the Clerk’s Office under Citizen Complaints).

Mr. Cook informed Mayor Ellington that his staff has discussed some of these hazards with those who own the hazardous property areas and town employees cannot go onto private property.  He stated that he would be in contact with others who own private property in reference to the overgrowth of brush and tree limbs.

Mayor Ellington assured Ms. Smith that Town Staff will take her concerns seriously and asked Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook to follow up on the areas in which Ms. Smith pointed out and touch base with Ms. Smith upon review.

Discussion and Consideration-Letter of Support-Bio Medical Applications of North Carolina, Inc.-Mayor Ellington yielded to Mr. Jim Swann and Mr. Sam Long, who presented information with regard to their request for Town Board support of a kidney dialysis center in Angier.  

Mr. Swann stated that Fresenius Medical Care is a world leader in renal therapy and that they provide outpatient dialysis to more than 1,800 outpatient dialysis clinics in the United States.  He further stated that within North Carolina, Fresenius Medical Care is known as Bio-Medical Applications of North Carolina, Inc. and plans are to apply to the Certificate of Need Section Division of Facility Services for a Certificate of Need (CON) to locate such a facility in Angier.

Mr. Swann stated that this facility would provide eight to ten full time jobs, a tax base with building and equipment in the $1 million range with building and equipment and would generate a payroll in the range of $350,000 to $400,000 annually.

Mr. Swann stated that if the Town Board supports this project, the CON application date is on September 15, 2010 and review begins on October 1.  He added that the CON decision is expected in February, 2011 and the award expected in early April, 2011.  He stated that should the CON be awarded, the facility is expected to be operational within 15 months of receiving the CON award which would be the approximate date of June 30, 2012.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Swann and Mr. Long for their presentation and desire to locate in Angier.  He entertained a motion for a letter to be sent to the Certificate of Need Section, Division of Facility Services.  (Presentation information is filed in the Town Manager’s Office-Fresenius Medical Care).
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board voted unanimously to send a letter to the Certificate of Need Section, Division of Facility Services in support of a new 10-station dialysis facility locating in Angier.

8.  Presentation-ABC Board-Employee Recognition-Mayor Ellington yielded to ABC Chairman Jerry Hockaday who presented a plaque to retiring employee Joyce Jones.  Ms. Jones served 35 years as the ABC Board’s secretary.

9.  New Business

a. Audit Report-ABC Board-Auditor Scott May-Mr. May presented the ABC Board’s annual audit as of June 30, 2010.  Mr. May stated that no irregularities were discovered during the audit and although the Board went through the expansion project, the store now provides more volume in inventory.  He stated that net assets decreased during the prior year due to the additional depreciation and interest cost associated with the construction of the new facility.  He added that income from operations decreased from the prior year and operating expenses increased from the prior year due to increasing pay rates for full time staff and normal increases in operating costs due to construction and repayment of debt for the new facility.  
Mr. May stated that the upcoming year does not look promising as sales are down due to the economy; however, it would be reasonable to expect some profit within the next three years.

Commissioner Surles asked how the sale of the old ABC store would affect the Board’s ability to distribute some funding to the Town.

Mr. May responded that should the old store sell for $200,000 for instance, the Town Board could require that the ABC Board relinquish those funds to the Town; however, what typically happens is that the ABC Board would come to the Town Board to let them know their plans of distribution and his expectation is that the ABC Board would pay down some of its debt.

Commissioner Surles asked what would happen should the old store not sell.

Mr. May responded that the ABC Board has a state requirement that they must continue to try to sell the building and since the ABC Board cannot be in the real estate business, they must advertise for bids every six months.

Mr. Hockaday stated that they recently advertised and did not receive any bids.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Hockaday and Mr. May for presenting the audit.  (The ABC Audit is filed in the Town Clerk’s Office)

b. Resolution-Support of NC ABC System-Mayor Ellington stated that the ABC Board is requesting the Town Board adopt a resolution in support of the current NC Alcohol Beverage Control System and which expresses the Town’s opposition to privatization of the ABC System which diminishes the local government revenue stream afforded from local ABC store profits.

c. Unified Development Ordinance (UDO)-Mayor Ellington yielded to Planner Joseph Jeffries who provided a brief history of the development of the UDO.  He stated that after a series of meetings, a public hearing was held at the August meeting and all changes requested by the Town Board and Planning Board have been completed by Staff.  Mr. Jeffries further stated that the UDO has been available for public inspection at Town Hall at on the Town’s website since the public hearing and no one has come forward with additional concerns.

d.  Angier Zoning Map (Official)-Mayor Ellington yielded to Planner Joseph Jeffries who stated that the Zoning Map is included with the UDO; however, a separate public hearing was held regarding the zoning map due to the changes made in re-naming zoning district,  targeting those areas due to class and size of lots so those citizens could express their views on the changes.  He added that a public hearing was held at the August meeting with no comments heard and no further changes to the map have been requested.

e.  Town of Angier Entrance Signs-Mayor Ellington recognized Mr. Willis Gregory who, at the August meeting, offered a donation of columns for Town of Angier entrance signs.  At the August meeting, the Town Board voted to review and consider Mr. Gregory’s offer.  
Mayor Ellington asked Mr. Gregory to show the Board the types of columns he had available.  
During discussion, Mr. Gregory stated that the approximate cost to the Town would be $400 for each of the four (4) entrance signs, fence, concrete, plus two men and a backhoe for a day.  Mr. Gregory stated that he would contact the civic groups who previously offered to make a contribution to pay for the signage and would supervise the installation.

BOARD ACTION:  After viewing the handout and column types, the Town Board voted unanimously to approve the installation of the sign shown in Photo #1 (Attachment #6)

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Gregory and to those civic groups who have an interest in making a contribution for the installation of the entrance signs.

f. PARTF Grant Project Agreement-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who informed the Board that as a result of the Town being awarded the PARTF grant in the amount of $164,250.00, the Town Board must consider the Agreement as drafted by NC Department of Environment and Natural Resources-Division of Parks and Recreation.  The Town’s match will be $164,250.00.

g. Resolution of Support-Campbell University-Mayor Ellington informed the Board that Campbell University recently made an announcement that they would be conducting a feasibility study for the establishment of a College of Osteopathic Medicine.  He stated that Campbell President, Jerry Wallace, requested that the Town offer a resolution of endorsement and support of the College of Osteopathic Medicine being established at Campbell.
Mayor Ellington praised the foresight of Campbell University in planning the courses of study at the University and the projects they have a tendency to begin and complete.

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board voted unanimously to adopt a Resolution of Support that Campbell University move forward with their plans to begin a College of Osteopathic Medicine. (Attachment #8-R-2010-01).
