The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

New Business

a. Street Closing-Crepe Myrtle Festival- Angier Chamber of Commerce member, Ricky Temple, stated that he was present on behalf of the Chamber who needs to close Lillington Street and Broad Street to McIver Street and a small section in front of Town Hall for the duration of the 38th Annual Crepe Myrtle Festival, which will be held on Saturday, September 10, 2011.  He added that the hours of the festival are from 9:45 a.m. until 4:00 p.m.  
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved closing Lillington Street and Broad Street to McIver Street and a small section in front of Town Hall for the duration of the Annual Crepe Myrtle Festival on Saturday, September 10, 2011.

b. Resolution-No Parking Anytime-Cutts Street Extension-Town Manager Coley Price stated that due to the width of Cutts Street Extension which is located near the ABC Store and Good To Go Auto Sales, Staff has determined that the street will not facilitate two-way traffic and on-street parking; therefore, Staff requests that the Board adopt a Resolution to erect signs on Cutts Street Extension establishing NO PARKING ANYTIME for the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens and users of the Town of Angier streets.  
BOARD ACTION: The Town Board voted unanimously to adopt Resolution #R2011.10 establishing NO PARKING ANYTIME on Cutts Street Extension. (Attachment #2)

c. Supplemental Agreement-Additional Funding-Dora & Poplar Street Sidewalks-Way finding Signage-Town Manager Price stated that he serves on the Technical Coordinating Committee of CAMPO and Mayor Ellington serves on the Technical Advisory Committee of CAMPO, and during a meeting, they learned that Harnett County had deprogrammed allotted funding which was the amount needed to install the Dora Street sidewalk.
Town Manager Price stated that in order to increase the funding for this Project, the Town Board needs to approve a Federal Supplemental Agreement-Project EL-5100 LA which is included in their packets for consideration.  He added that the total cost of the Way finding Project (EL-5100LB) totals $18,700 with the Town matching 20% and the Dora and Poplar Street Sidewalk project totals $125,650 with the Town matching 20%.

Mayor Ellington stated that the Town was very fortunate that Harnett County returned this funding to CAMPO and was in a position to receive it to begin constructing the Dora Street sidewalk.
BOARD ACTION-The Town Board unanimously approved the Federal Supplemental Agreement, Project #L-5100 LA-Harnett County.  (Attachment #3)

d. Resolution-Authorize Town Manager to Award Contracts-Dora and Poplar Street Sidewalks and Way finding Signage-Town Manager Price stated that a Resolution Authorizing the Town Manager to Execute the Dora/Poplar Streets (EL-5100LA) Projects and Way finding Signage Project (EL-5100LB) which was included in their agenda packets for consideration.  He further stated that should the Board approve this Resolution, it will prevent another thirty (30) day wait to proceed with the Projects and if there are changes to the Agreement, those changes would be brought to the Board’s attention during a public meeting.  He added that we could request more funding for additional way finding signage or we could request fewer signs.  
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved a Resolution Authorizing the Town Manager to Execute the Contracts for Dora/Poplar Streets and the Way finding Signage Projects. (Attachment #4)

e. WWTP-Phase II-Series Bond Resolution-Town Manager Price stated that when these projects were initially discussed, the Town had planned to borrow $1.9 million dollars, the Town borrowed $1.4 million dollars to buy into Harnett County Wastewater Capacity.  this Resolution is for the issuance of $521,000 in Sanitary Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2011, which needs Board approval in anticipation of the receipt of the process in the like amount of the bonds with the proceeds of the Note being applied to the payment of the cost of the project, being Phase II of the Waste Water Treatment Plant Project.  He further stated that pursuant to the State and Local Government Revenue Bond Act, an order authorizing not to exceed $3,161,000 Sanitary Sewer Bonds of the Town was adopted by the Board on February 9, 2009 and that Bond Order is still in force and effect.  
Mayor Ellington asked Town Manager Price to explain how the grant funding plays into these projects.
Town Manager Price stated that the Town received a grant of approximately $1.9 million; however, the Town must repay the borrowed funds before making use of the grant funding.
Town Manager Price added that currently, $1,400,000 of bond anticipation notes are outstanding and it is necessary to issue the Note in the principal amount of $521,000 in anticipation of the receipt of the proceeds to apply to the payment of a portion of the cost of the Project.  He informed the Board that it would not be necessary to go back before the Local Government Commission, with this being the last step prior to moving forward and upon Board approval of this Resolution, a pre-construction meeting will be held on September 15, 2011 prior to proceeding with Phase II of the Wastewater Treatment Plant Project.
BOARD ACTION: The Town Board unanimously approved R2010.11, Resolution Providing for the Issuance of $521,000 Sanitary Sewer System Revenue Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2011. (Attachment #5)
