April 5, 2011

The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 5, 2011 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.

Public Forum-Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not listed on the night’s agenda.  

With no one coming forward to address the Town Board, Mayor Ellington closed the Public Forum and returned to the regular meeting. 

a. Presentation-Resolution of Appreciation-Alan Coats and Jill Vann-Mayor Ellington presented a Resolution of Appreciation to Alan Coats and Jill Coats Vann, who provided funding for the fountain which was installed at the park lake.  
Mayor Ellington stated that Alan Coats and Jill Coats Vann have graciously donated the funds to purchase the fountain, which is a beautiful addition to the lake at Jack Marley Park.  He further stated that Mr. Coats and Ms. Vann are the children of W.A. and Mary Frances Coats of Angier, who were long time residents and community servants in Angier.  
Mayor Ellington and all Board Members expressed appreciation to Mr. Coats for his and his sister’s generosity of the contribution of the fountain.
Mr. Coats expressed gratitude on behalf of himself and his sister, who could not be in attendance at this evening’s meeting.  He stated that his parents had done so much to give back to the community during their lifetimes and he felt compelled to the same as his parents and be of service to Angier.  (Attachment #1)

 Community Fun Day-Angier Baptist Church-Mayor Ellington yielded to Associate Pastor and Youth Minister of Angier Baptist Church, Allison Collier, who requested that a Community Fun Day be held at Angier Baptist Church on Saturday, May 14, 2011 from 3 p.m. until 7 p.m.  She stated that this event is planned for the purpose of bringing together youth in the community, as well as other area churches.
Ms. Collier stated that planned activities include an inflatable slide, fast pitch game, hotdogs, bands, speakers, kickball, and sand art.  She further stated that the Angier Blackriver Fire Department has agreed to bring a fire truck to the event, and several area churches have agreed to participate.
Ms. Collier stated that they would like to close South Hickory Street at McIver Street for the purpose of placing a band/stage area during the event hours. She added that the church will have plenty of parking, golf carts, dumpsters, restrooms and portable toilets on site. She stated that they were working in combination with Angier Parks and Recreation Booster Club to arrange this event.
Commissioners Yeargin and Honeycutt stated that they felt this event is a great idea for the community.
Mayor Ellington stated that his only concern is in the event Bryan and Lee Funeral Home has a service during the time of the planned activities.

Ms. Collier assured Mayor Ellington that they would work around any scheduled services on the day of the event and should it rain, the event will take place inside the church.

8.  Public Hearing-Pre-Budget FY 2011/2012 Budget-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who explained that the purpose of this public hearing is to give citizens the opportunity to share what programs, services or facilities whey would like the Town to start or expand.  He stated that Staff has begun the initial process of gathering information in preparation of the FY 2011/2012 Budget; however, it will still be some time before the Town has knowledge of revenues and expenses in order to project the budget for next fiscal year.  He added that once more facts and figures have been made available; he would like the Town Board to set another budget work session, possibly on a date in the middle of May.  
Mayor Ellington stated that the public hearing was advertised on March 29, 2011 and asked if there was anyone present to offer comments or suggestions regarding the FY 2011/2012 Budget.  He opened a public hearing in reference to same at 7:17 p.m. 
Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the pre-budget public hearing at 7:18 p.m.

9.     New Business

a. Harnett County Transportation Plan-Re-Endorsement-Tyler Bray-Mayor Ellington yielded to Tyler Bray, Engineer with NCDOT, who explained the reason it was necessary to address the Board once again to request endorsement of the Harnett County Transportation Plan.  
Mr. Bray stated that after his presentation and the Town Board’s endorsement of the Harnett County Transportation Plan at the March meeting, CAMPO had some additional concerns regarding some of the plans around Angier because they did not meet the long range Transportation Plan. 
Mr. Bray said that he received confirmation from Mayor Ellington and Town Manager Price to make changes to Eastern State Road routes and add a makeshift bypass around 55 projected by the year 2035, with two lanes along Highway 210.
Mayor Ellington stated that he had discussed the Transportation Plan with CAMPO representative, Ed Johnson, and the bypass was in place prior to the Plan being presented to the Town Board in March; however, it was removed in error and has been added back to the Plan. (Clerk’s Note: The Harnett County Transportation Plan is filed in Manager’s file cabinet)
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously endorsed the Harnett County Transportation Plan as amended and presented by NCDOT representative Tyler Bray.

b. Resolution-Angier Black River Fire Service Protection District-Fire Marshal Jimmy Riddle-Mayor Ellington yielded to Fire Marshal Jimmy Riddle who stated that Emergency Services Director Gary Pope could not attend tonight’s meeting due to his offering the same presentation in another Town.
Fire Marshal Riddle stated that everyone throughout Harnett County received a letter from the Fire Marshal’s office recently informing them of the proposed realignment of the fire service protection districts throughout the County in order to fund the costs of fire protection services, delivered on an equal basis to all residents of the respective service districts, with the cost burden being carried equitably by all service district property owners through the service district tax.
Mr. Riddle stated that their office was given instruction by the Harnett County Board of Commissioners to research and provide solution to the issue that throughout the county, several citizens (approximately 3900) are not paying a fire tax to any department, fire tax district lines were never moved to match the insurance district lines, and several fire departments are responding to areas where other departments are receiving the fire tax compensation.  He added that as a result, it was decided to move forward with the fire tax re-alignment throughout Harnett County and their request is that the Town of Angier Board of Commissioners adopts a Resolution consenting to the inclusion of Angier Black River Fire Service Protection District in the proposed fire protection service district.

After responding to general questions, Fire Marshal Riddle expressed gratitude to the Angier Town Board for allowing him to make the presentation and to the Angier Black River Fire Department for their service to the Town of Angier.

BOARD ACTION:  Following general discussion, the Town Board unanimously adopted Resolution #2011.04 to include Angier Black River Fire Service Protection District of the territory located within the municipal limits of the Town of Angier (including territory hereinafter annexed by the Town of Angier) in the proposed fire protection service district as established by Harnett County. c. Bid Opening Results-Property located near 350 South Raleigh Street-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who informed the Town Board that one bid was received from Mozelle Price in the amount of $15,000 for this property with a 5% deposit.  He added that pursuant to NCGS 160A-269, which permits the Town to sell property by upset bid after receipt of an offer for the property, the Town Clerk must advertise for upset bid at an amount of $15,800 with a deposit of $790.  
Town Manager Price stated that the advertisement will appear in the Angier Independent and the bid may be upset within ten (10) days of the publication which is April 19, 2011.  At that time, if another bid is received, a deposit must be made by the bidder and the property will once again be advertised, which according to general statutes, could go on indefinitely; however, the Town Board reserves the right to reject any and all bids.
Town Manager Price stated that if another bid is not received on April 19, 2011, the Town Board will consider whether or not to accept or reject the bid offered by Ms. Price at their May Town Board meeting.

d. Way-finding Signs-Capital Project Ordinance-Town Manager Price stated that as discussed at previously, Benchmark CMR will lay the framework for the way-finding system, which includes the primary routes and key destinations within downtown for a total cost of $18,700.  He further stated that a Capital Project Ordinance is needed to fund this project and is included in the agenda packets for Board consideration.  
Town Manager Price stated that prior to installation of the signage; the design and placement must meet right-of-way certification, environmental assessment and detailed specifications by NCDOT.
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved a Capital Project Ordinance with NCDOT funding $14,960 and the Town of Angier funding $3,740.  (Attachment #7-Way-finding Sign Capital Project)

e. Poplar Street-Capital Project Ordinance- Town Manager Coley Price stated that the Poplar Street project is a federally funded project and a Capital Project Ordinance in the amount of $97,500 to fund the project is included in the agenda packets for Board consideration.  He further stated that NCDOT will fund $78,000 and the Town of Angier will fund $19,500 of the project.  He added that once the Board approves this Capital Project Ordinance, the project must meet right-of-way certification, environment assessment and detailed specifications by NCDOT before work can begin on Poplar Street.
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved a Capital Project Ordinance with NCDOT funding $78,000 and the Town of Angier funding $19,500.  (Attachment #8-Angier Sidewalk Connectivity Capital Project)

f. Street Dedication-Black River Drive-Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who stated that when Black River Village was constructed several years ago, the Town did not take over Black River Drive.  The Grantors of Woodlawn Limited Partnership have a desire to dedicate to the Town of Angier for public use a right of way or easement named “Black River Drive” located within “Black River Village”, as well as public and private utilities over and across that parcel described in the “Deed of Dedication” as presented for Board consideration, along with a Resolution of Acceptance.
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board accepted the “Resolution of Acceptance” Deed of Dedication to maintain “Black River Drive” as described in the Deed of 
Dedication.

Manager’s Report-Town Manager Price offered the following report to the Board:

Updates by Town Manager Price and Public Works Director Jimmy Cook as follows:
· Caboose-Relocation-The caboose will be moved to its new location within the next two (2) weeks.  Public Works Director Jimmy Cook stated that Brewington Movers would be transporting the caboose down the street to its new location.
· Way-finding Signage-Town Manager Price stated that he has a meeting with NCDOT on April 12th, at which time it is hoped the project will be approved and upon approval, there must be an environmental assessment of areas where signage is to be installed.  This project will take additional time due to it be a Federal project and must meet specific criteria by NCDOT and Federal grant requirements.

· McIver Street Sidewalk- Public Utilities Director Cook stated that there was delay in pouring this sidewalk due to the weather and the type of concrete mixture required by NCDOT.  
Mayor Pro-Tem Surles asked if a there will be a grassy median along the curb along McIver Street and the number of streetlights expected to be placed along this street.
Public Works Director Cook responded that the original plan called for an eighteen inch (18”) grass median; however, when the school was being constructed, it was necessary to run another water line along the shoulder of the road and the width of the road changed from five to six feet; therefore, there was not as much right of way as originally planned and the sidewalk would be placed against the curb.  He stated that streetlights would be placed uniformly along the street 7 (seven) streetlights are planned for the street.
· Poplar Street Sidewalk-Town Manager Coley Price stated that he will discuss the sidewalk plans when he meets with NCDOT on April 12th  and once approved, the right of ways must be certified, environmental assessment completed and the project will go out for bids.  Plans are to install sidewalk at the right side of Poplar to Highway 210 is in the Sidewalk Master Plan with curbing to West Depot Street.
· Jack Marley Park Grant Update-Town Manager Price stated that this project is moving along very well and the target date, depending on the weather, should be complete within 30 to 45 days.  He stated that landscaping would be done in the fall due to the possibility of drought during the summer months.  He further stated that the fountain has been installed, footings have been poured for the new picnic shelter, Field 4 has been finished, and bleachers have been delivered.
· Recycling Hazardous Waste-Town Manager Price stated that he discussed the recycling of hazardous waste with Harnett County General Services Manager, Jerry Blanchard, who advised him that the County does not currently offer hazardous waste recycling; however, Mr. Blanchard stated that he has discussed the possibility of offering a collection site perhaps once or twice a year with Gary Pierce who would be informative regarding pesticides and would get back with us concerning a date. 
· Shred Day-Town Manager Price stated that the County does not offer a grant for a shredding event, such as was done in Wake County; however, he has discussed this with other area Managers and there may be a future possibility of offering a shredding event in combination with other Harnett County towns.
· Easter Egg Hunt-Saturday, April 16, 2011-5:00 p.m.-Jack Marley Park

· Southwest Study-Town Manager Price provided a handout of information regarding the Southwest Study.  He informed the Town Board that this study was being done on behalf of the Capital Area Metropolitan Organization (CAMPO) members and the purpose of this study is to address traffic congestion in a multi-jurisdiction approach without boundaries and considering all traffic options.  He stated that the Southwest Area Study is sponsoring a Leadership Symposium on Wednesday, April 13, 2011 from 1:00 p.m. until 5:00 p.m. and it would be informative for Board members to attend this meeting. (Attachment #10)
