TOWN OF ANGIER BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Minutes
April 6, 2010
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday, April 6, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and three board members were present as the meeting opened.

Commissioners Absent:  Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager; Joyce Valley, Town Clerk, Bobby Hallman, Police Chief, Betty Pearson, Planning Technician, Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook, and Ray Pleasant, Town Attorney.  Planning Board Member Ted Holmes was also present.
2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Town Manager Coley Price.

Consideration of Agenda:  The April 6, 2010 meeting agenda was adopted with changes, if any, as listed below:


Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that the following changes to the agenda are proposed:

He further stated that a public hearing was 
scheduled for Item 7-d (Hazard Mitigation Plan); however, the plan has not yet been approved by the 
State of North Carolina.  He added that this item should be moved to Item 8-e as an item for new 
business and Mr. Jay Sikes would present the Hazard Mitigation Plan to the Town Board prior to a 
public hearing and adoption of the plan as required by the State.

FY 2010-2011 Pre-Budget Public Hearing- Town Manager Coley Price stated that this public hearing was scheduled in order to receive public comment in reference to the upcoming budget.  He added that citizens are given the opportunity to comment on rates, fees and any other concerns they may have prior to adoption of the budget in June.
Mayor Ellington asked if there was anyone present who would like to speak on any subject regarding the FY 2010-2011 Budget.  Hearing none, he closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:15 p.m. 

7-b.
Ordinance-Providing for 60 Day Moratorium-Internet Sweepstakes Cafes-Mayor Ellington yielded to Planner Joseph Jeffries who stated that an application was presented to the Planning Board requesting that internet sweepstakes cafes be added as a conditional use in the Industrial Zoning District and decision was tabled regarding same at their March 23, 2010 meeting in order to allow Staff to evaluate and amend the zoning district should the Town decide to amend the zoning ordinance.  Mr. Jeffries stated that it was Staff recommendation that a 60 day moratorium be placed on internet sweepstakes cafes by ordinance.
Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing at 7:16 p.m.  He asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against an Ordinance to Provide for a 60 day Moratorium on Internet Sweepstakes Cafes.  With no one coming forward, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:17 p.m.

7-c.
Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment-Section 6.6.8-To allow Internet Sweepstakes Cafes as a conditional use in the Industrial Zoning District-Town Manager Price stated that the Town has received several inquiries concerning Internet Sweepstakes Cafes and at their meeting held on April 23, 2010, the Planning Board tabled this request and recommended that the Town Board table the text amendment until Planning Staff could research this issue to determine proper zoning since gaming establishments are not currently allowed in any of the town’s zoning districts.

Board Action:  The Town Board tabled the request for a Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment-Section 6.6.8 to allow Internet Sweepstakes cafes as a conditional use in the Industrial Zoning District until June 1, 2010.

Hazard Mitigation Plan-Mayor Ellington stated that the advertised Public Hearing cancelled due to the plan being unprepared for Town Board adoption until approved by the State of North Carolina.  He added that Mr. Jay Sikes, with Harnett County Planning Department would make a presentation later in the meeting as required prior to adoption by the State.

Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance-Mayor Ellington yielded to Harnett County Agricultural Extension Agent Gary Pierce who offered a brief update about the purpose of the Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance.  Mr. Pierce informed the audience that the county has created this ordinance to increase community awareness of farming in the community and identify issues as they pertain to residential areas.  

Mayor Ellington stated that should the Town Board adopt this ordinance, the County will amend the Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance to include Angier.
Mayor Ellington opened the public hearing at 7:20 p.m. and asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the Town’s adoption of the Harnett County Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance.  With no one coming forward, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:21 p.m. and reconvened the regular meeting.
