Special Call Meeting

May 6, 2010
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in special session on Tuesday, May 6, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the mayor and four board members were present as the meeting opened.  Mayor Ellington stated that the regular board meeting was rescheduled due to the elections.

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Town Manager Coley Price.

Presentation-NCDOT Engineer Scott Walston-Mayor Ellington recognized NCDOT Engineer Scott Walston to present the Draft Harnett County Transportation Plan.  Mr. Walston stated that Engineer Tyler Bray had planned to make the presentation, but was attending the Town of Erwin’s board meeting for presentation of same to their Town Board.  
Mr. Walston reviewed the Draft Comprehensive Transportation plan with the Town Board and explained that this is a year 2035 plan.  He stated that since the Town of Angier has adopted its Comprehensive Transportation Plan, there were only a few minor changes made to the overall plan proposed in the Harnett County Transportation Plan.  He informed the Town Board that prior to adoption, there would be advertised public information meetings in various locations throughout the County.

Mayor Ellington stated that the Town of Angier would be happy to host one of these meetings if requested by NCDOT.  

Town Manager Price asked Mr. Walston to let him know when the meeting needs to be scheduled for Angier.

Mayor Ellington expressed appreciation to Mr. Walston for taking the time to present the overall plan to the Town Board.

Public Forum-At this time, Mayor Ellington opened the Public Forum and an opportunity was provided for members of the audience to address the Board of Commissioners on any variety of topics not appearing on this evening’s agenda.  
Ms. Wanda Gregory, a resident of Broadway, stated that she would like to propose a community farmer’s market to provide fresh produce at a location in front of Langley Gymnastics.  She stated that she was requesting the market for this year only, beginning in June.

After discussion, there was a consensus of the Town Board that Ms. Gregory provides Town Manager Price with further details which could be reviewed by Town Staff.  Mayor Ellington told Ms. Gregory that the Town Manager would be in touch with her soon regarding her farmer’s market request.
With no one else coming forward to speak to the Town Board, Mayor Ellington closed the Public Forum.

Community Outreach Day-Mayor Ellington stated that a request was made by Benny Jones and Andy Wakefield, members of Baptist Fellowship of Angier, to schedule a Community Outreach Day at Jack Marley Park on May 23, 2010 between the hours of 3:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.  A representative of Mr. Jones, Ms. Millicent Jones, provided the Town Board with a summary of what the group plans for the Community Outreach Day.  Ms. Jones stated that the purpose of this event would be show the community that churches are here for them, whether they choose to worship with them or not.  She said that free prepared foods would be offered at the event, various activities and music.
Commissioner Surles asked Town Attorney Ray Pleasant if this group is required to hold the Town harmless as far as insurance liability is concerned on the Community Outreach Day.
Town Attorney Pleasant stated that if the group has acquired liability insurance, they could provide the Town with proof of the insurance and also provide a letter to hold the town harmless in the event of accidents during the event.

Mayor Pro-Tem Carney asked if Ms. Jones could give the Board more information as far as the presentation offered at this event.

Ms. Jones stated that this type event helps the churches and during the day, there is singing; meeting and greeting people, free food and drinks.  She stated that they would not be requesting money, but people would be able to make donations.
Town Manager Price asked Ms. Jones to provide Town Staff with a site plan, proper permits, proof of insurance and a hold harmless agreement prior to the event should the Town Board approve the request for a Community Outreach Day to be held on May 23, 2010 from 3:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.

Board Action:  The Town Board unanimously voted to approve the request by Baptist Fellowship of Angier to hold a Community Outreach Day at Jack Marley Park on May 23, 2010 if the following criteria is provided to Town Staff prior to the event:

Approval from Town of Angier to hold the event

Site Plan submitted for approval by Parks and Recreation Director Derek McLean

Proper permits required from Town, County, State and Harnett County Health Department
A letter to hold harmless the Town of Angier

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board voted unanimously to allow Baptist Fellowship of Angier to schedule a Community Outreach Day at Jack Marley Park to be held on May 23, 2010 between the hours of 3:00 until 6:00 p.m. if required documentation of insurance and foregoing criteria has been provided to the Town of Angier prior to the event.  Any future events must be approved by the Town Board prior to scheduling of the event.

Authorization to Proceed with Way Finding and Park and Ride Signs-Town Manager Coley Price stated that the Capital Area Planning Organization has worked with the Town of Angier to apply for federal funding from NCDOT to assist in funding for way-finding and park and ride signs.  He added that the total cost of the project is estimated at $18,700 with an 80/20 reimbursement and the total of public funds expended is estimated at $3,740.00.  

Town Manager Price requested that the Town Board authorize him to execute the agreement with NCDOT once it is presented to the Town of Angier because the agreement would not be prepared in time for the May 31, 2010 deadline given by CAMPO.

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously authorized Town Manager Price to proceed with an agreement prepared by NCDOT for funding of way-finding and park and ride signs.

Budget Summary –Town Manager Price stated that at the April 6, 2010, a Pre-Budget Public Hearing was held in order to give citizens the opportunity to offer comments on rates, fees or any other concerns regarding the FY 2010-2011 Budget.  He added that the budget was advertised according to the North Carolina General Statutes and has been available for public inspection since that date.  
Town Manager Price that there were no public comments at the April 6, 2010 meeting and since that time, the FY 2010-2011 Budget has been drafted and another work session held on April 26, 2010 to complete the final draft of the budget.  He added that both of these meetings were advertised and the public has not offered comments at either meeting.  He then summarized the FY 2010-2011 budget and asked that the Board set a public hearing for the regular Town Board meeting of June 1, 2010 following the Board’s approval of minor changes made as requested by the Board at a previous public meeting. He added that there is no capital items included in this budget.  There was some discussion involving debt service and the possibility of refinancing current debt in the future.
BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously accepted the FY 2010-2011 Budget as presented by Town Manager Coley Price and scheduled a public hearing for adoption of the FY 2010-2011 Budget Ordinance at 7:00 p.m. on June 1, 2010.
