The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners met in regular session on Thursday, November 5, 2009 in the Board Room of the Municipal Building, 28 North Raleigh Street.  Mayor R.H. Ellington presided, calling the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  A quorum was established as the Mayor and four Board Members were present as the meeting opened.

Town Manager Coley Price stated that at their meeting held on October 13, 2009, the Angier Planning Board recommended approval of a text amendment to the Town of Angier Zoning Ordinance which affects Section 9.1 (Creating the Board of Adjustment and Section 9.2(B) Variance in order to clarify the reading and interpretation of the ordinance.
Mayor Ellington asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the proposed text amendment.  Hearing none, Mayor Ellington closed the public hearing in reference to same at 7:15 p.m. and reconvened the regular meeting.

Request for Street Closure-Angier Christmas Parade-Angier Chamber of Commerce-Mayor Ellington yielded to Chamber of Commerce President-Elect Gene Joslyn who stated that the Angier Christmas parade was scheduled for Saturday, December 5, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m. and as in past years, the Chamber is requesting permission to close down Broad Street from McIver Street to the Fire Department for the duration of the parade.  He stated that they would also need to use McIver Street as well as Poplar, Dunn, Hickory and Wilma Streets for parade line-up.

Mr. Joslyn also stated that the Chamber will coordinate this effort with the Angier Police Department to make sure the event runs as smoothly as possible for all involved.  

BOARD ACTION:  The Town Board unanimously approved the request by Chamber President-Elect  Gene Joslyn to close Broad Street from McIver Street to the Fire Department and allow parade line-up on McIver, Poplar, Dunn, Hickory and Wilma Streets for the duration of the Angier Christmas Parade on December 5, 2009 beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Town of Angier Zoning Ordinance-Text Amendment-Mayor Ellington asked the Town Board if they would like to discuss this issue in any further detail or if they had any questions for Planner Joseph Jeffries.  Hearing none, he entertained a motion for consideration of the text amendment.

Manager’s Report-Town Manager Coley Price provided the following report to the Town Board:

· The Planning Board will meet on Tuesday, October 13, 2009.  Joseph Jeffries will provide an update of the UDO and we will also provide an update of the Transportation Plan and various projects around town.

· The General Election will be held on Tuesday, November 3, 2009 in the Municipal Building.  Polls will be open from 6:30 a.m. until 7:30 p.m.  Due to Election Day, our Town Board meeting will be held on Thursday, November 5, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

· The Harnett County Agricultural Fair will be held November 3-7, 2009.  There will be parking behind the Harnett County Courthouse and fair hours are Tuesday-Thursday from 4 p.m. until 11 p.m., Friday from 4 p.m. until 12 p.m. and Saturday from 12 noon. until midnight.

· Town offices will be closed for observance of Veteran’s Day on Wednesday, November 11, 2009.
Town Manager Price asked Public Utilities Director Jimmy Cook to provide an update on the recycling program. 

Mr. Cook stated that the recycling center currently located on Dora Street was being used heavily; however, he does not know if only town residents are using the center as it is not monitored.  He further stated that the bins are being emptied every two weeks and the cost is $250 each time they are serviced by Waste Industries and the cost for rental of the bins is $75 per month; therefore, the total cost is approximately $7,000 annually which has not been included in the current budget.  

Town Manager Price stated that he would contact Harnett County Manager Scott Sauer in reference to the County’s recycling plans and report back to the Town Board.  He added that he was currently reviewing various recycling programs and once he had determined which method would be best for the Town of Angier, he would offer a recommendation to the 
Board.

Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that advisory board applications were included in their agenda packets for review and appointments to the various boards would be added to the December agenda for consideration.

Town Manager Price stated that at the request of Commissioner Surles, he had contacted a distributor of banners to determine the cost to install US Flag banners to lampposts throughout town.  He further stated that he would like Board direction regarding the installation of these banners once he receives a cost estimate from the supplier.

Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that the sidewalk project which began three years ago would begin within the next week.
