Request for Extension on Demolition and Disposal-Condemned Block Building-Hwy 55/Tippett Road-Mayor Pro-Tem Carney yielded to Mr. Roy Adams who requested to address the Board of Commissioners in reference to his request to extend the amount of time to demolish the building formerly operated at Marshall’s Trading Post.  Mr. Adams stated that he was often out of town due to his work and requested that the Town Board allow him an extension of at least sixty days to demolish the building.  
Code Enforcement Officer Mike Hill stated that his main concern with the extension was the fallen fence surrounding the building.  

Mr. Adams stated that he would repair the fence.

Board Action:  The Town Board unanimously approved the request by Mr. Roy Adams for a sixty (60) day extension of time to demolish the condemned block building located at Highway 55/Tippett Road formerly operated at Marshall’s Trading Post.  The extension would lapse on January 30, 2011.
