Pedestrian Planning Grant-Resolution of Support-Town Manager Coley Price briefed the Town Board regarding the Town’s efforts to create a “walkable community” within the Town of Angier. He stated that the Town of Angier is working with NCDOT, Harnett County, and four other municipalities within the County on a Comprehensive Transportation plan that will specifically include a bicycle/pedestrian element.  He added that it is anticipated that this plan will be completed in the spring of 2010.  He further started that the Town is currently working with NCDOT to install bicycle lanes through the main corridor in Town and the core of the sidewalk and bicycle system is in place and being utilized; however there is a lack of connectivity to neighborhoods and across major transportation corridors to connect the various sections of Town and applying for this Grant which is available through North Carolina Department of Transportation  would help provide financial assistance in bringing the systems to fruition within Town within a more expeditious timeframe.  

Town Manager Price informed the Town Board that a Resolution of Support of the grant application was a requirement of NCDOT.

BOARD ACTION: Town Board voted unanimously to adopt a Resolution of Support to proceed with a North Carolina Department of Transportation grant application which could assist in providing funding for the connectivity of walking areas within the Town of Angier.
