Special Call Meeting-Work Session

August 26, 2008
The Town of Angier Board of Commissioners held a special call meeting on Tuesday, August 26, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. in the Angier Municipal Building.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss a requested amendment to the Zoning Ordinance which would allow churches in the Highway Business district.  The request was tabled at the regular meeting of the Board held on August 5, 2008 and the public hearing was set for September 2, 2008.  Mayor Ellington presided, calling the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. A quorum of the Board was established as all members were present.  

Commissioners Present: Joe Pleasant, Billy Surles, Craig Honeycutt and  Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney. 
Staff Members Present: Coley Price, Town Manager; Joyce Valley, Town Clerk, Travis Morehead, Town Planner and Ray Pleasant, Town Attorney.

2 and 3.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited, and the meeting opened with an invocation by Mayor Pro-Tem Stanley Carney.

Update of Amendment Request to Town of Angier Zoning Ordinance to allow Churches in 
Highway Business District-Travis Morehead, Town Planner, offered a background of the request 
received by the Planning Board by Mr. Alex Poindexter.  He stated that the requested amendment was 
requested because Mr. Poindexter would like to relocate his church to a multi-tenant building located on 
Fish Drive.


Mr. Morehead stated that if the proposed change were to be approved, religious uses would be allowed 
in the Highway Business District throughout the Town of Angier’s Planning Jurisdiction.  He advised the 
Board that the negatives of allowing this amendment in the Highway Business District were that there 
was a small number of properties available to the Town for commercial development and there could 

be an impact to economic revitalization efforts and possible conflicts between uses or transitions 

between uses.



Mayor Ellington asked Mr. Morehead how the Land Use Plan calls for the area in question to be zoned 
and Mr. Morehead responded that the Land Use Plan calls for it to be zoned Industrial, which would be 
in agreement with the upcoming Unified Development Ordinance once complete.


Mr. Morehead provided the Board with a copy of the ordinance pertaining to Conditional Uses.  He 
advised the Board that they should look at the transitions between those uses extensively.  He also 
advised the Board that when considering a Conditional Use Permit, the Board would act in a quasi-
judicial setting and must grant the permit if the applicant meets A-G of the provisions in Section 8.5 of 
the Zoning Ordinance.


Mr. Morehead stated that the Planning Board met on August 5 2008 and recommended that the  
language in the zoning ordinance be amended by deleting provision G-Civic/Religious Uses shall be

 
located on a lot as a stand alone structure and not part of a multi-tenant building and change the 
acreage requirement from three (3) acres to two (2) acres.


Mr.  Morehead stated that at the September Town Board meeting, Staff recommended that the ordinance be reviewed to allow civic and religious uses in the Highway Business zoning district as a use permitted with conditions but must be located on over three acres of land and not part of a multi-tenant building.
Mr. Morehead provided the Board with an alternative ordinance amendment recommended by Staff, which amends the zoning text to allow religious uses in the Neighborhood Business District and to allow civic and religious uses in zoning districts RA-30, R-10, R-6P, INFR and NB if the following conditions are met:

· Civic/Religious uses shall be placed on a lot so as to front the street, and where possible, terminate a vista.

· Building(s) incidental to the principle structure shall be behind a line a minimum of twenty feet from the front façade of the structure, and if more than one, shall be arranged to create secondary gathering spaces within the lot.

· Parking shall be located towards the interior of the lot.  Parking may not occur within a front setback or corner setback.  Parking shall meet the appropriate setback requirements for the zoning district in which the use is located.

· Front setbacks may be altered to preserve views of significant trees.

· Civic/Religious uses permitted in the Central Business District, which are located on over three acres of land, shall provide 90% of their required parking spaces on the lot.

He advised the Board that their options were as follows:
· Approve language as proposed by applicant

· Table for further discussion and study or refer back to Planning Board

· Approve language as recommended by Planning Board

· Approve language as modified by Board of Commissioners

· Approve language as recommended by Staff


No action was taken by the Town Board.

6. Golf Cart Legislation-Discussion

Mayor Ellington yielded to Town Manager Coley Price who presented ordinances from other 
municipalities who had adopted a Golf Cart Ordinance recently.  After discussion, there was a 
consensus of the Board to delay requesting legislation upon this matter until the Town Manager can 
review the results of the ordinance upon other municipalities.  It was noted that the legislature would not 
reconvene until January.


With no further business to come before the Board, a motion was presented by Commissioner 
Honeycutt and seconded by Commissioner Carney to adjourn the Special Call meeting.  The meeting 
adjourned at 7:55 p.m. by a unanimous vote of the Board.
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
