The Town of Angier has just
entered into an agreement with
Billings & Garrett for the up-
grade of its Wastewater Treat-
ment plant. The project in-
cludes converting the wastewa-
ter treatment plant into a pump
station capable of pumping 2
million gallons a day. Harnett
County will now treat all of

Sewer Cleanouts

The seasons are changing and
you will soon be mowing grass
and working in your yards.
Please be careful when you are
mowing not to damage the
sewer cleanout caps located in
your yards. These are generally
located near your water meters.
They are usually 4” in diameter
and are used for the mainte-
nance on your sewer lines when
you have a sewer line back-up.
If these are damaged or broker,
debris or excess water could
enter the sewer mains and cause

Angier’s wastewater. Construc-
tion should begin around
March 16, 2009 and last ap-
proximately 270 days.

In the coming months, the
Town of Angier will be paving
streets around town as the
Town’s budget will determine.

a blockage, thus resulting in a
sewer spill which could be harm-
ful to the environment. When
excess water enters the sewer
system during rainfall events or
inflow and infiltration, the end
result is that the Town has to
treat more wastewater at its
plants resulting in an increase in
chemicals and electricity. This
could have an effect on your
sewer cost increasing due to the
treatment of excess water. So,
please help us maintain current
costs and if you see a broken

cleanout cap, replace it or call
the Public Works Department
and report it at 639-2071.
